EUROPEAN SURVEY OF INSTITUTE OF CITY-STATE: POLITICAL&DIPLOMATIC AND
THEORETICAL&METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS

The article deals with the analysis of the institute of city-state in historical retrospective review.
Particular attention is given to the city-state in the context of institutional state development and reception
processes. Development directions of the phenomenon of city-sate at different historical periods are
defined as acquisition of historical and cultural heritage. The essence of the concept of city-state is
opened — as a contemporary phenomenon of ancient society and its political and diplomatic significance
for Europe today. There are analised the basic characteristics of the city-state, its institutional structure
and functions as the Greek civil community. The phenomenon of the city-state as a socio-political
formaton was that for the first time the humankind invented the institutional mechanism of unity on the
principles of publicity.
