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OLD AGE IN PRIMITIVE RELIGIOUS WORLD

The article is dedicated to the study of ancient religious model of aging in its social, axiological,
ontological and other aspects. Research methodology is based on using the phenomenological approach
of comparative historical and structural methods. The publication represents the first attempt to a holistic
understanding of ancient religious and historical model of old age. The study identified the specific social
interpretation of the last period of life; revealed two trends of attitude to the elderly (ostracism and
respect), proved that age category as a universal primary mythological and religious thinking applies to
the phenomena of human and sacred worlds.

RELIGIOUS REFORM OF AMENHOTEP IV AS A CONSEQUENCE OF STRENGTHENING
THE POSITION OF THE THEBAN PRIESTHOOD

The article reviews main reasons for the religious reform of Amenhotep 1V (Akhenaten) as a
consequence of strengthening of the Theban priesthood’s influence on the royal power. The main
attention is paid to the role of the cult of Amun in the political and religious program of the Egyptian
pharaohs during the Middle and New Kingdoms. Tha author analyzed the origins of the cult of Aten as
the main god of the new state religios cult during Amarna period. It is determined that Akhenaten’s
reform was a consequence of the policy of the Egyptian pharaohs aimed to supporting the cult of Amun.
