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UKRAINIAN REVIVAL THROUGH SPIRITUALITY:
THE VIEWS OF BISHOP HRYHORIY KHOMYSHYN

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyse the views of Bishop Hryhoriy Khomyshyn on the national
revival and state-building of the Ukrainian people. To examine the criticism of social vices, such as “spiritual
anarchy” and moral degradation, which, according to Bishop Khomyshyn, were the main obstacles to
independence. To investigate critical assessments of nationalism, radicalism, and Muscophilia in the context
of the political struggle for Ukrainian statehood. The research methodology is based on the principles
of historicism, systematicity, scientificity, as well as on the critical approach and general scientific and special
methods of history and related sciences. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that an attempt was made to
analyse the views emphasised by Bishop Hryhoriy Khomyshyn and the need for spiritual and cultural renewal
of Ukrainians through Christian values and the leadership of the Catholic Church. Particular attention is paid
to his reforms in the diocese of Stanislaviv, including the introduction of celibacy and the Gregorian calendar,
as well as ideas for integration with Western European culture. Conclusions analysis Bishop Khomyshyn's
social and educational initiatives, such as the Skala organisation, are aimed at shaping the moral and spiritual
foundation of Ukrainian society. The activities of Hryhoriy Khomyshyn are presented as an attempt to create
a unique model of state-building based on morality, Christian values and cultural identity.

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After the announcement of the restoration of the independence of the Ukrainian state, scholars
opened up the possibility of an objective approach to covering those “white spots” of national his-
tory that were changed or suppressed during the Soviet era for various ideological reasons. Among
the most interesting aspects are studies of the role and contribution of the Greek Catholic Church
and its hierarchs to the process of establishing Ukrainian statehood and maintaining the identity
of the Ukrainian people.

Problem Statement an example, among them is the personality of Bishop Ordinary Hryhorii
Khomyshyn, who headed the diocese of Stanislaviv for over forty years. In Soviet historiography,
he was portrayed as a Polish supporter, fascist, anti-communist, and reactionary. Nowadays, Bishop
Hryhorii is seen as a Catholic extremist middle believer with a pro-Polish orientation. It should be
borne in mind that Khomyshyn had his own beliefs about the founding of the Ukrainian state and that
he was very concerned about the fate of his people, first as part of the Austro-Hungarian Empire
and later in Poland, and tried to find a way out of the difficult socio-political situation that arose.

The purpose of the article is to analyse the views of Bishop Hryhorii Khomyshyn on the state
of Ukrainian society and its political prospects in the early twentieth century. To reveal the ideas
of Bishop Stanislavivsky on the cultural, moral and spiritual revival of the Ukrainian people, as well
as his vision of the role of the Latin rite in the formation of national identity and political development
of the Ukrainian population of Eastern Galicia under the auspices of the GCC.

Presentation of the main research material. An important question that concerned the bishop
was to understand the reasons why the Ukrainian people were the only ones in Europe deprived
of their own state. Furthermore, how did the loss of what Ukrainians had possessed during the period
of liberation efforts during the First World War come about? According to Hryhoriy Khomyshyn,
the answer should be sought not in ‘otherworldly factors’ or in the culprits of foreign countries, but
in the Ukrainian people themselves, since the main trouble is the collapse of the system. The spiritual
leader wrote: “Though we have not lacked great and talented men, though our people are endowed
with such good qualities, their main misfortune is anarchy, which has prevented them from conso-
lidating their state, equally in the times of the Cossack princes and ours. Countless enemies of our
people exhausted themselves and passed away, but that one enemy — anarchy — remained” [1, p. 6].

According to Khomyshyn, Ukrainian society suffers from ‘spiritual haemophilia’ — internal
decomposition, in the sense of not the day-to-day, but the spiritual [2, p. 60]. This results in the spiritual
weakness of Ukrainians, which leads to the insufficient use of spiritual and moral values in their lives,
and this has led to the emergence of atheism. And these factors, according to the bishop, contributed
to the rapid spread of Muscophilia, radicalism and nationalism in Ukrainian society.

“I am horrified by the current situation — the mud is pouring out from all sides and I am very
much afraid that the Russian people will not be lost in this mud...” [3, p. 22] — the bishop wrote in his
letter to Oleksandr Barvinsky in 1908.

To counteract these destructive trends, it is necessary to conclude that the only guarantee of cul-
tural progress for Ukrainians is the “Christianisation of society” under the leadership of the Catholic
Church, which, according to Khomyshyn, is a church that transcends national boundaries.

“Do you, Mr Metsenas, think that we are a nation, or that we will be a nation? ... After my
impression, which I have gained from almost thirty-two years of episcopacy, we are a rotten tree,
which is not capable of being used for opal or material, only for dung. Only the power of Christ
and the Catholic Church can revive us...” [2, p. 35] — the bishop sent these words to a prominent rep-
resentative of cultural and political life, Osyp Nazaruk.

According to H. Khomyshyn, the people and the state are constructed and progress not through
ideas, but through the continuous, complete self-sacrifice of the entire working population. Of par-
ticular importance in this idea of sacrifice is the clergy, who should help to illuminate and implement
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this approach. However, married clergy cannot do this, as there is a separation between the ministers
and their communion with the Divine. With this in mind, in 1920, the Stanislaviv diocese adopted
the introduction of celibacy [4, p. 95].

In 1931, we see the publication of a pastoral letter from Hryhorii Khomyshyn ‘On Byzantium’,
in which the bishop practically explains his actions related to the introduction of celibacy and the Gre-
gorian calendar. He argues that it is a great failure that Ukrainians have adopted their faith from
the East, rather than the Western European cultural environment. Ukrainians did not grow up in Rome,
but in the atmosphere of Byzantium. And although the Byzantine Empire fell, the ‘Byzantine spirit’
remained, continuing its development in Russia, where it reached its peak under Bolshevism, causing
the destruction of the spiritual life of an entire region and numerous peoples. Instead of the Church
being a driving force in society and a leading force in the state, it became a “slave to secular power”.
This led to Caesaro-papism [1, p. 9]. Therefore, according to Bishop Hryhoriy Khomyshyn, Ukrain-
ians should ‘lean more towards the West than towards the East’, given the peculiarities of language,
psyche and culture that distinguish them from Russians. This makes it clear that moving away from
the Eastern ritual is an important step, as this ritual already has Russian roots.

But at the same time, the Ukrainian people should “make a self-assessment”, understanding
where the root of their failures lies, and not “fall into the trap of rejection, national euphoria and dem-
agoguery” [1, p. 7]. First of all, it is important to properly understand what true liberation means.
According to H. Khomyshyn, liberation has two stages: “negative”, which includes the struggle
against oppression, and “positive”, which concerns the maintenance and preservation of the achieved
freedom. Ukrainians, as Khomyshyn sees it, tend to focus on the first stage, although in fact the sec-
ond is more important. The main essence of the second stage is the readiness of Ukrainians for future
liberation. This was expressed in his words as follows: “So that we are prepared for the moment
when the clock of history strikes the hour of our state’s birth. Woe to us if we are caught unprepared,
because something even worse will happen to us, as it did at the end of the World War” [1, p. 31].

Bishop Khomyshyn accepts the view that the triad of factors that manifest power and play
a significant role in the life of a nation includes military strength, financial status and spirituality.
If Ukrainians at this stage do not have sufficient military or financial power for objective reasons,
they can and should develop their spiritual power [1, p. 22]. This can be achieved through the estab-
lishment of new institutions, parish libraries, and various organisations based on the principles
of Catholic ideology, such as youth associations. For example, on the instructions of Hryhorii
Khomyshyn, in 1928, the Ukrainian Catholic Youth Association “Unity” was established, which
aimed to strengthen among young people faith, morality, and attachment to the Ukrainian people
and the Motherland [5, p. 5-15].

Bishop Hryhoriy promotes the development of the cultural and educational organisations “Pros-
vita” and “Ridna Shkola”, serving as the head of the latter in Stanislaviv. Bishop Khomyshyn sees
these leading Ukrainian cultural groups as playing a very important role for the nation, but at the same
time points out the gradual deviation of these organisations from the right path, as they become “nests
ofradicalism”, moral decay, even the peasant movement and Bolshevism [4, p. 19]. Finally, on 18 Jan-
uary 1930, Hryhorii Khomyshyn appealed to the leadership of the Main Directorate of Prosvita to stop
its destructive activities. However, having received no response and having observed no improve-
ments in the functioning of either Prosvita or the Ridna Shkola, which he considered a purely Catho-
lic structure due to its connection with the clergy, he actually ceased cooperation with them [6, p. 7].

While Metropolitan A. Sheptytsky recognised the importance of fighting the hostile forces
of the church that infiltrated the organisations “Prosvita”, “Ridna Shkola”, and the “Union of Ukrain-
ian Women”, Bishop H. Khomyshyn chose a different approach: he created new educational societies
directly subordinated to the church. Thus, in 1934, a network of cultural and educational groups called
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“Skala” was created, whose main task was to set up reading rooms and libraries in parishes and to
promote the Catholic Action. However, there were constant conflicts between “Skala” and “Pros-
vita”, as evidenced by H. Khomyshyn himself in a letter he wrote to Osyp Nazaruk: “...no one fights
the Catholic organisation “Skala” as ruthlessly and unethically as Prosvita” [2, p. 53].

In order to achieve meaningful success in state-building, Khomyshyn believes that it is impor-
tant to understand what “true politics” means and why it differs from the “national palette” and impa-
tience.

“We need to engage in truthful politics, which is not a wide mouth and strong larynx for dem-
agogic shouting, nor quick feet for agitation. Truthful politics is great wisdom, comprehensive
and intelligent orientation, the reign of reason and entertainment. Therefore, a sensible and realistic
policy requires that we also ensure full loyalty to the state in which we now find ourselves™ [1, p. 26].
According to Khomyshyn, the strategy of a patient and balanced policy in no way means giving up
the dream of an independent state, since a people who refuse to do so essentially deny themselves. At
the same time, it is impossible to build a state without proper preparation.

“A wise and real policy is not guided by the fantasy of the future, but does what finitude pre-
scribes, what can be done now, under the given conditions, and what the present finite circumstances
allow” [1, p. 31]. Thus, according to the bishop’s plan, Ukrainians will be ready when the time comes
and the political situation allows them to stand up for their country. H. Khomyshyn notes: “Let’s
imagine that one day the Poles, who are hated by Ukrainians, leave us and leave us alone. In a few
hours, clouds of Bolsheviks will come from across the Zbruch River, lock our churches and turn them
into houses of amusement or debauchery, shoot the clergy and intellectuals, send them to the Solovet-
sky Islands, and oppress the people...” [1, p. 28].

The Metropolitan believes that Poles treat Ukrainians as a less valuable people, that chauvinistic
factors in Polish society seek to destroy Ukrainians, and that Poland does not fulfil its international
obligations [4, p. 161]. However, he believes that the reaction of Ukrainians to such Polish behaviour
should be appropriate. Ukrainians react in different ways: they may feel hopeless and refuse to develop
further, or they may choose the extreme path of terror. Khomyshyn strongly rejects both methods,
as he believes they provide a basis for further repression by the Poles. He understands the position
of the nationalists and is not surprised that in conditions unfavourable to the Ukrainian people they
use sabotage and create secret groups, but he still believes that their tactics are wrong. In his opinion,
even if the activities of secret groups are carried out in the name of patriotism and the national idea,
it still leads to immoral and sinful acts [1, p. 9]. And even if an independent Ukraine emerges from
the struggle of far-right forces, Khomyshyn believes that such a state will not be able to develop
freely. He argues that such a state would be persecuted by an ‘anarchic and conspiratorial regime’ that
would be harmful to the state itself. “When it becomes a custom that a crime committed in the name
of the people, or for the people and for their state is good and permissible, then the understanding
and sense of true virtue and true morality will be lost..., then such a people or state will commit crimes
against their own..., and then crimes will be considered heroic, because they will be committed in
the name of Ukraine and for Ukraine” [7, p. 39].

Nationalism must be rejected because of its xenophobic and destructive nature, as it pits indige-
nous citizens against each other solely on the basis of their nationality. This approach hinders the pos-
sibility of creating a unified and consolidated state.

Undoubtedly, such views of the Ukrainian bishop, which he vigorously disseminated through
the media, could not remain without reaction and opposition from the nationalist side. There is every
reason to assume that Ukrainian nationalists intended to attack Hryhoriy Khomyshyn. This can be
confirmed based on the content of a letter that Bishop Hryhorii sent to Metropolitan Sheptytsky on 2
May 1932. In this letter, he cited facts that could serve as evidence of a possible terrorist act and con-
demned Count Andrei for his overly loyal attitude towards extremists [8, p. 31].
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According to H. Khomyshyn’s ideas, nationalism should be able to exist, but it is a matter
of ‘constructive nationalism’. And ‘constructive nationalism’ is defined as the formation of insti-
tutions to support and renew the Ukrainian people as a whole. To this end, the bishop encouraged
the emergence of various organisations, such as the UGA Society for the Disabled in Galicia, which
operated mainly on funds received from church services. Various charitable projects were also carried
out, such as the “Orphans and Catholic Education of Youth” (OCY), which contributed to the con-
struction of orphanages and burial sites in various places in Stanistawow [9, p. 15]. It is worth noting
that the active initiatives of Bishop Khomyshyn did not always find understanding and support from
the Polish authorities, and therefore many of his ideas and projects remained unimplemented.

On 4 August 1925, under the support of Bishop Khomyshyn, the Ukrainian Christian Organi-
sation (UCO) was founded, which pledged to unite the Catholic Christians of the Ukrainian people,
regardless of their status or party affiliation. The organisation set itself the task of monitoring that
political parties in their activities adhere to the foundations of Catholic ideology [10, p. 2]. At the same
time, the UWO, which is characterised by its non-political orientation, intends to cooperate with those
national structures and political parties that remain faithful to the Christian worldview platform. On 7
January 1926, the first issue of the newspaper ‘Nova Zorya’ was published, which became the official
periodical of the Ukrainian Christian Home under the patronage of Hryhorii Khomyshyn.

As further events unfolded, it became apparent that none of the political parties, including
the UNDO, on which certain hopes were initially placed, fulfilled the expectations of the original UCO
leadership. As a result, on 24 September 1930, the Ukrainian Catholic People’s Party (UCPP) was
born, which in 1932 was renamed the Ukrainian People’s Renewal. The UCNP, again with the suc-
cession of Hryhorii Khomyshyn, prioritised the task of renewing the Ukrainian people based on
the principles of Catholic faith and morality, as only this could ensure the cultural order of the nation.
Without such a “moral recovery”, Khomyshyn believed that the future statehood of Ukraine remained
unattainable [4, p. 176]. With the aim of preparing the foundations and foundations of the future state,
the UCNP (UNO) was created to promote national-territorial autonomy, rather than immediate inde-
pendence of Ukraine, at the initial stage [4, p. 177].

Bishop Khomyshyn, after losing faith in the political activities of Ukrainian cultural and edu-
cational groups, issued an order on 3 August 1937 prohibiting priests from participating in secular
societies and organisations on the territory of his eparchy. He did not support the so-called “press
agreement” between Ukrainian publications representing different political social positions.

Despite the fact that this “press agreement” was aimed at uniting the Ukrainian nation through
mutual tolerant communication, cooperation and “balanced polemics”, largely excluding ideological
and political differences [11, p. 121]. Hryhoriy Khomyshyn refused to allow representatives of Nova
Zorya and Pravda to participate in this agreement, thus reinforcing his distance from social and polit-
ical life.

The bishop loses faith in the ability of Ukrainians as a nation to create a state, expressing dis-
trust in their readiness for spiritual revival. He sharply criticises them for refusing spiritual renewal,
hence “suffering from spiritual incapacity” and displaying a certain kind of “mental deviation” that,
in his opinion, leads to inevitable death. “It is very bitter to write my memoirs. I have the impression
that I am writing an obituary over the grave of my people... I don’t know if I could go on. Neither
the Poles nor the Polish clergy, but we ourselves are destroying and will destroy our church, just as
we destroyed our state...” [2, p. 3].

Thus, Bishop Hryhorii Khomyshyn had his own views on the formation of the Ukrainian state
and developed a unique concept of state-building. However, for various reasons, both objective
and subjective, this concept could not be implemented in practice. Hryhoriy Khomyshyn believed
that the Greek Catholic Church should become the main spiritual guide for Ukrainians, promoting
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cultural, spiritual and moral revival. He saw the church as an important tool for overcoming the inter-
nal fragmentation of the Ukrainian people and forging a strong national identity. The bishop drew
attention to internal anarchy and moral decay as the main problems of Ukrainian society. In his
opinion, these factors were the causes of many social and political difficulties, including the lack
of statehood.

Hryhoriy Khomyshyn supported the idea of national revival, but stressed the importance of “con-
structive nationalism”, which would promote the development of institutions, including charitable
and cultural organisations, without using radical methods. He rejected the extremes of nationalism
that lead to xenophobia and destructiveness.

Bishop Khomyshyn advocated for Ukraine’s orientation towards Western European culture
and Christian ideology rather than Byzantine, which, in his opinion, contributed to the decline
of spirituality. He believed that it was important for Ukrainians to abandon Eastern ritual, as this
would help them break the relationship with Russian culture and create their own national identity.

He sought to combine spiritual, cultural and political progress in the process of forming national
statehood, and although many of his initiatives were not implemented, they remain an important stage
in the development of Ukrainian national consciousness.

PUBLICISM OF ANATOL VAKHNIANYN:
AT THE INTERSECTION OF CULTURE AND POLITICS

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyze the publicistic work of Anatol Vakhnianyn as an inte-
gral component of the political and cultural discourse of the Ukrainian national revival in the second half of
the 19th — early 20th century. The study focuses on the ideological foundations, genre-stylistic features, and
key thematic dominants of his texts. The methodology is based on an interdisciplinary approach, combin-
ing literary, cultural, and historical-political methods of analysis. The scientific novelty lies in interpreting
Vakhnianyn's publicism not only as an expression of civic engagement but also as a holistic tool for shaping
modern Ukrainian identity under imperial dominance. Conclusions. Vakhnianyn's publicistic work is pre-
sented as a form of symbolic power that unites aesthetic, ethical, and national dimensions, functioning as a
counter-narrative against colonial practices and fulfilling a mobilizing function. The author constructs the
image of the intelligentsia as a moral leader of the nation, and views culture as a key factor in spiritual identity
and nation-building. His texts possess rhetorical, polemical, and emotionally ethical force that transforms the
reader into a subject of historical responsibility.

POST-WAR INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT IN THE UKRAINIAN SSR (1946-1965):
ORIGINS AND EVOLUTION OF MODERN UKRAINIAN HISTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract. This article aims to examine the genesis and evolution of modern Ukrainian historiography
concerning the development of post-war industry in the Ukrainian SSR during the period 1946—1965.

The research methodology is grounded in the anthropologization of historical research, incorporating
non-partisanship, scientism, culturology, and such principles of historical research as historicism, objectivity,
systematicity, comprehensiveness, and continuity.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in assessing the features of the modern domestic historiography
emergence, particularly the emphasis placed by Ukrainian scholars on the constraining role of the bureaucrat-
ic-administrative apparatus over industrial production, labour, and the socio-political engagement of workers.
Historians of the 1990s and early 2000s argue that the policy of extreme statism prioritized state power and
military strength over the interests of workers and the value of human labor. Within the daily realities of the
so-called “construction of communism,” and under the dominant influence of the military-industrial complex,
a self-destructive economic system that systematically disregarded the human needs emerged.

Conclusions. A key achievement of the first period of independent Ukrainian historiography was the
understanding that the post-war twentieth century introduced significant structural distortions that have had a
lasting negative impact on the contemporary evolution of the independent Ukrainian state. Thus, the post-war
industrial restoration policy was grounded in the prioritization of heavy industry, which played a decisive role
in ensuring the growth of the military and economic strength of the USSR. Priority was given to restoring the
operations of Union-level enterprises, whose output was deemed essential for the reconstruction of the Soviet
Union's leading industrial branches. The labour force for these industrial initiatives was supplied on the basis
of the principle of universal labour duty, which was enforced through a combination of both coercive measures
and limited social incentive

OF SCIENCES OF UKRAINE (1992-2014) ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE EXPOSITIONS
OF THE RIVNE REGIONAL MUSEUM OF LOCAL LORE

Abstract. Modern Ukrainian museums are undoubtedly going through a stage of transformation and
improvement. In the context of comprehensive digitalization, museums are emerging as a multifunctional
socio-cultural mechanism interested in partnership not only with scholars but also with members of the gen-
eral public. Museums perform the functions of preservation, interpretation, and communication. However, few
people think about the history of museum collections, and this is an integral part of the life of every museum.

The purpose of the study: to investigate one of the stages of formation of archaeological museology in
Ukraine, to outline the stages of filling the archaeological collection of the ROCM, as a result of the work of
the Volyn Archaeological Expedition of the Institute of Archaeology of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine in 1991-2014, to characterize some unique objects of the ROCM archaeological collection in histor-
ical retrospect. The objectives of the study are to outline the mechanisms of using archaeological knowledge
in the practice of museum work, to show the specifics of expeditionary work, to present unique archaeological
sites of the Rivne region to the general public, to show the path of an archaeological artifact from desk study to
exposition in the museum space. The subject of this study is a number of regularities that cover the processes
of accumulation and preservation of information, cognition, knowledge transfer and communication by the
subject through museum archaeological collections, exhibitions, museum attractions.

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THE ENCYCLICAL “CASTI CONNUBII” AND THE INSTITUTE OF THE GREEK
CATHOLIC FAMILY IN GALICIA (FIRST THIRD OF THE 20TH CENTURY)

Abstract. This article examines Pope Pius XI's encyclical “Casti Connubii” (1930) in the context
of the marriage and family policy of the Greek Catholic Church in Galicia during the first third of the twentieth
century. The aim of the study is to analyze the impact of this ecclesiastical document on the moral and ethical
guidance of the Greek Catholic clergy and on the formation of marital culture among the Ukrainian population
of Galicia. Particular attention is given to issues that were highly relevant to society at the time, including marital

fidelity, divorce, emigration, and the demographic crisis. The methodological foundation of the research is
based on interdisciplinary approaches that integrate historical, religious, socio-anthropological, and source-
critical analyses. The scholarly novelty of the article lies in its attempt to reinterpret the “Casti Connubii”
not only as a component of Catholic doctrine but also as a tool of social influence that mobilized the Greek
Catholic clergy in the defense of the traditional Christian family. The conclusions highlight that the encyclical
“Casti Connubii” represented the Catholic Church's response to the moral and social challenges of the era.
In the Galician context, it contributed to the consolidation of the clergy around the idea of family protection,
served as a foundation for pastoral and educational activity, and reinforced the moral authority of the Greek
Catholic Church in the face of new challenges.

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Problem Statement. In the contemporary world, the institution of the family is undergoing
profound transformations, reflected in the complex interplay between the family — as one of the most
fundamental social institutions of the state — and broader societal trends. With the rise of individual-
ism and shifts in the understanding of personal values, many young people are reconsidering their
attitudes toward family life. This is evident in the declining number of marriages and the increasing
divorce rates, particularly in Ukraine, which, regrettably, now ranks among the highest in Europe in
terms of divorce.

Historically, marriage served as a key mechanism for ensuring economic stability, legitimizing
parenthood, and securing social recognition. However, these functions are increasingly losing their
significance, and contemporary perceptions of marriage and family have changed considerably.

In this context, the study of the pastoral experience of the Roman Catholic Church regarding
marital and family issues in the past acquires renewed relevance. It opens opportunities to rediscover
and adapt forgotten approaches to transmitting Christian values, which may prove timely and effect-
ive in today’s world.

From this perspective, the analysis of Pope Pius XI’s 1930 encyclical “Casti Connubii” becomes
particularly pertinent, offering a theological foundation for rethinking current challenges in marriage
and family life.

The aim of this article is to examine the significance of Pope Pius XI’s encyclical “Casti
Connubii” (1930) in shaping and preserving the traditional institution of the Greek Catholic family
in Galicia during the first third of the twentieth century.

Main Findings of the Study. At the beginning of the 20th century, Ukraine ranked among
the countries with the highest marriage rates, alongside Serbia, Bulgaria, Hungary, and Japan. Accord-
ing to available statistical data, in the second half of the 19th century, 160,000 to 200,000 marriages
were registered annually in Ukraine. By the early 20th century, prior to the outbreak of the First World
War (1914), this figure had increased to 200,000-250,000 marriages per year [1, p. 66].

An analysis of the monthly distribution of marriages revealed two primary influencing factors.
The first, an economic factor, showed a peak in marriages during October, following the comple-
tion of agricultural work. The second, a religious factor, indicated a decline in weddings in March
and April due to the Church’s fasting periods before Christmas and Easter [1, p. 68].

In Galicia, as in other parts of Ukraine, interethnic marriages were also present, though they did
not exceed 2% of all unions [2, p. 159]. Most commonly, such marriages in Galicia occurred between
Ukrainians and Poles. Marriages between Ukrainians and Germans or Jews were more sporadic.

The religious factor was particularly significant in the Ukrainian context, given the influential
role played by the Greek Catholic clergy. The conservative upbringing of girls in Ukrainian fam-
ilies at the beginning of the 20th century even became a subject of criticism, particularly in rela-
tion to the prevalence of Polish-Ukrainian mixed marriages in Galicia. The fact that Ukrainian men
often chose Polish women as spouses was, according to some observers, attributed to the «monastic
upbringing» of Ukrainian women, who were said to be “overburdened and constrained by ideas
instilled in various Basilian institutions”, and whose ideals, shaped there, often rendered them less
appealing in communication [3; 4, p. 99].

Despite the intensity of marriage processes, Galician families also experienced the negative
effects of broader political developments. The period under study encompassed the era when Gal-
icia was part of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, and later, during the 1920s—1930s, the Second Polish
Republic. It is well known that during periods of occupation, negative trends in all spheres of life tend
to intensify. This reality also affected Ukrainian rural families, where alcoholism, infidelity, declin-
ing birth rates, and divorce became common aspects of everyday life. Moreover, assimilation poli-
cies implemented by the authorities, combined with the problem of agrarian overpopulation, led to
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mass emigration of Ukrainian peasants to Canada, the United States, Argentina, and other countries.
These processes profoundly impacted the lives and family structures of emigrants [5, p. 101-106].
The separation of husbands and wives due to emigration or war often lasted for years, which
adversely affected not only the family as a small social unit — disrupting its internal bonds, emo-
tional and sexual life, and household functioning — but also undermined social stability and the nor-
mal rhythm of daily existence.

One archival case noted a husband’s request for divorce from his wife, who had emigrated to
Canada in 1914. Rumors circulated that “the wife no longer intended to return to Galicia. This destroys
me morally and materially, and above all prevents me from managing a rational household” [6, fol. 3;
7, fol. 10; 8, fol. 16]. Through petitions to ecclesiastical courts for the declaration of a missing spouse
as deceased and the dissolution of marriage, plaintiffs sought not only to restructure their personal
lives but also to restore their reputation within the community and in the eyes of the local priest.

At the beginning of the 20th century, the divorce rate among rural residents in Ukraine was
merely 0.6 persons per 100,000 population [9, p. 70]. It should be emphasized that the extremely
low likelihood of divorce during that period was due not only to restrictive legal frameworks but
also to strong condemnation from the Church, community, and broader familial and social circles.
Divorce was viewed as a deviation from socially acceptable norms of behavior. The primary rea-
sons for divorce recognized by rural communities included childlessness, the husband’s profligacy,
or alcoholism.

In Galicia, there were 23,269 taverns and inns. On average, there was one tavern per 233 people,
and each person consumed approximately 20 liters of vodka annually. Peasants annually incurred
debts totaling 6,663 gulden, equaling about 60% of their assets [9, p. 101].

In this context, it is important to highlight the role of the Greek Catholic Church (GCC), which
fulfilled functions that remained neglected by state institutions in relation to the Ukrainian popula-
tion. The GCC took care of the highest human values — life and health—which held significant eco-
nomic value for society. Church structures actively engaged in the anti-alcohol movement in Western
Ukrainian lands, deepening the idea of sobriety within the territory of the Galician Metropolis.

As early as 1874, Greek Catholic Metropolitan Yosyf Sembratovych issued a pastoral letter to
the people entitled «On the Great Dignity of Many. In a second letter dated August 4, 1874, Brother-
hoods of Sobriety, the Metropolitan encouraged the clergy to struggle for the “sobriety of the people
and the establishment of anti-alcohol missions in every village”, as well as to form “Brotherhoods
of Sobriety” [10, p. 73—108]. These missions of sobriety may be regarded as the first mass mobil-
izations of Galician Ukrainians, whose nature and significance extended beyond purely religious
or temperance campaigns. At the time, in Galicia and Transcarpathia, the GCC, together with local
communities, even practiced a preventive measure known as “sobriety marriages”, in which the bride
and groom were required to swear on the Bible to abstain from alcohol during the wedding ceremony.

It is also worth noting that the GCC played a pivotal role in the everyday life of the average Gal-
ician family. The local Greek Catholic priest served as the spiritual father, leader, teacher, and advo-
cate for his parishioners at various levels. Moreover, he was often the only nationally conscious
person in the village with a university education [11, p. 16]. The priest was typically the driving
force behind improvements in the lives of his parishioners, founding cultural, political, and economic
organizations. The main messages that clergy conveyed to the faithful were: education, sobriety, dili-
gence, and frugality [10, p. 94].

The authority of the priest was so significant that, beginning in the late 1880s and early 20th cen-
tury, the urban intelligentsia could not communicate effectively with the largely illiterate population
without the priest’s mediation. His authority was grounded in his strong relationship with the peasants
[12, p. 125; 4, p. 79; 13, p. 308].
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During the interwar period, the Church authorities even attempted to proactively regulate, mon-
itor, and generally prevent divorces in rural areas. However, the realities of that time were quite dif-
ferent, as such cases were becoming increasingly common. Although divorce in the village was still
perceived as a social drama, it gradually became a more normalized aspect of everyday life, shaped
by the profound changes brought about by emigration and war. One particular indicator of the trans-
formation of domestic family relations was the growing initiative shown by women in pursuing
divorce. Many of them began to openly defend their right to a different life, choosing to separate from
their husbands, return to their parental homes, move in with another partner, leave the village, or seek
employment in the city.

These circumstances led women to appeal to the Consistory of the Greek Catholic Metropolitan-
ate of Lviv to dissolve their marriages and to request permission to start a new family [14, p. 103—104].
Court case materials reveal that women more often than men (though men too were affected) became
victims of forced marriages. In rural communities, family and parents often prioritized property
and general well-being over love, personal desires, and happiness [14, p. 103—104].

From the mid-1930s onward, as social life increasingly shifted toward totalitarian principles,
the state adopted methods of strict control over all aspects of human existence, including private
and family life. Legislation introduced significant restrictions on the freedom to divorce and compli-
cated the divorce process, leading to a marked decline in the number of divorces. As a result, official
statistics appeared to improve, but the contradictions in the development of family and marriage —
objectively driven by industrialization and the wide-scale inclusion of women in the public work-
force — remained unresolved.

The social and demographic catastrophes and wars that Ukrainian society experienced left a pro-
found imprint on the national mentality. These upheavals not only disrupted the gender and age struc-
ture of the population but also reshaped the hierarchy of life values, including the role of marriage
and parenthood [15, p. 362-364; 10, p. 75-77].

An important milestone in increasing the public engagement of the Greek Catholic clergy in
addressing complex family issues within Galician society throughout the 20th century was the encyc-
lical “Casti Connubii” (“On Christian Marriage”) by Pope Pius XI, published in 1930 by the “Biblios”
printing house in Lviv. In this document, the right to life is closely tied to issues of artificial birth
control, including contraception, sterilization, eugenics, and abortion. Pope Pius XI addressed these
concerns in response to the growing movement for birth control in Europe and the debates following
the Anglican Lambeth Conference, which permitted the use of contraception within marriage.

In opposition to such developments, Pope Pius XI firmly stated that «marriage was neither
instituted nor restored by man, but by God; the laws that strengthen, confirm, and elevate it were not
devised by humans, but by God — the Creator of nature, and by Jesus Christ — the Redeemer of that
same nature. Therefore, these laws cannot be subject to any human decrees or any contrary agree-
ments, even those of the spouses themselvesy [16].

Regarding the procreative function of marriage, the “Casti Connubii” encyclical emphasizes
that God, having created man and woman, called them to cooperate in the continuation of the human
race — a process that is not only physical but also spiritual. The document highlights that marriage,
according to God’s design, is a “means for the transmission of life”, and openness to life is a defining
element of conjugal love. Therefore, the Church stresses the significance of this function, which car-
ries a profound spiritual dimension [16].

The encyclical also underscores that children occupy the foremost place among the blessings
of marriage. It is through the birth of children that God’s plan continues—calling humanity to partici-
pate in the spread of life on earth. Pope Pius XI refers to Saint Augustine and the Apostle Paul, who
affirm that the purpose of marriage is the procreation of children who not only populate the earth but
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are also meant to worship God and live in His love. The Creator of the human race, in His goodness,
desired to make use of human beings as His collaborators in the propagation of life. He taught this
truth when, establishing marriage in the Garden of Eden, He said to our first parents — and through
them to all future spouses: «Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth» [16].

Saint Augustine beautifully explains this truth, drawing on the words of the Apostle Paul to Tim-
othy, stating: “The Apostle [Paul] himself thus testifies that marriage exists for the purpose of bearing
children: ‘I desire,” he says, ‘that young women marry’”. And, as if anticipating the question “why?”,
he immediately adds: “to bear children and be mothers of families” [16].

The right to bring forth new life is a privilege reserved exclusively for the married state and must
be strictly confined within the sacred bounds of that state [16]. Thus, the Church promotes responsible
and orderly procreation, clearly distinguished from mere animal reproduction.

God desires the birth of human beings not merely to populate the earth, but to establish a rela-
tionship with them. «God desires the birth of people not only so that they may live and fill the earth,
but even more so — that they may worship Him, know Him, love Him, and ultimately rejoice with
Him eternally in heaven» [16]. Therefore, parents, as participants in God’s design, bear the respons-
ibility not only for bringing children into the world but also for raising them in the Christian faith,
passing on Christian values.

Accordingly, “Casti Connubii” emphasizes the importance of marital fidelity, openness to life,
and a responsible attitude toward the birth of children. The encyclical is not merely a response to
the social changes of its time, but a clear affirmation of the inviolable principles that, in the Church’s
view, safeguard human life and dignity.

Conclusions. In the first third of the 20th century, the GCC remained a key moral compass for
the Ukrainian village, which was undergoing profound social transformations—emigration, demo-
graphic losses, a crisis of fatherhood, and, ultimately, the gradual erosion of the traditional family
structure. In this context, Pope Pius XI’s encyclical “Casti Connubii”, published in Lviv in 1930 by
the «Biblos» press, was not merely a theological document of global scope. It addressed challenges
that were becoming increasingly relevant in the local Galician context — such as the legalization
of cohabitation without marriage, the crisis of parental responsibility, the practice of forced mar-
riages, issues of separation, emigration-related hardships, and the rising number of divorces.

Although there is no direct evidence that “Casti Connubii” had a mass impact on Galician soci-
ety, it is known that the hierarchy and clergy of the GCC — particularly Metropolitan Andrey Shepty-
tsk — actively referenced its content in synodal messages and pastoral initiatives. Importantly, “Casti
Connubii” reinforced the authority of the clergy as defenders not only of the faith but also of social
stability — through their defense of marriage, motherhood, and the Christian upbringing of children.

In an era marked by growing secularization, the early stages of women's emancipation, migra-
tion, mixed marriages, and the weakening of patriarchal authority, the encyclical served as an ideo-
logical framework that allowed the clergy to maintain moral leadership within the community. Thus,
“Casti Connubii” organically complemented the Galician tradition of pastoral care for the family,
a tradition rooted in the 19th century but gaining particular significance during the interwar period.

URBANIZATION PROCESSES IN TERNOPIL REGION AS AN INDICATOR
OF THE REGION’S ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT (1950S)

Abstract. The aim of the study is a comprehensive analysis of urbanization processes in the Ternopil
region during the 1950s as an indicator of the region s economic development, focusing on the impact of indus-
trialization, administrative changes, and demographic trends on the formation of the urban structure and the
socio-economic potential of the region. Research Methodology. To comprehensively study urbanization pro-
cesses in the Ternopil region in the 1950s, a combination of historical-statistical, demographic, and socio-eco-
nomic analytical methods was applied. The core of the research was the analysis of archival documents,
including materials from statistical offices, decisions of executive authorities, as well as data from all-Union
population censuses. Statistical analysis made it possible to track the dynamics of urban population numbers,
considering natural and mechanical growth as well as the influence of administrative-territorial changes on
the urban demographic structure. Particular attention was given to examining the interrelation of urbaniza-
tion processes with the region’s economic development through analysis of industrial growth, investments in
the construction sector, and the formation of social infrastructure. Quantitative data were supplemented by
qualitative analysis, including interpretation of political and administrative decisions affecting urbanization
trends. This comprehensive approach ensured an integrated understanding of urbanization processes as a
significant indicator of the economic development of the Ternopil region. Scientific Novelty. The article pro-
vides a comprehensive analysis of the relationship between urban population growth rates and the region’s
economic development in the context of administrative-territorial transformations and expansion of industrial
infrastructure. The study investigates mechanisms of urban social infrastructure formation that emerged in
response to the needs of labor collectives, particularly in the sugar industry, which were previously underex-
plored in academic research. It identifies peculiarities of population and labor force statistical accounting that
influenced official demographic and workforce dynamics, thereby expanding understanding of socio-economic
processes in the region. Overall, the work supplements existing views on urbanization as a complex socio-eco-
nomic phenomenon and proposes an approach to assessing regional development based on the interaction of
demographic and economic factors. Conclusions. Urbanization processes in the Ternopil region during the
1950s were not only a demographic phenomenon but also an important indicator of the region'’s economic
development. The analysis showed that the growth of the urban population was closely linked to industrial
development, especially the expansion of the sugar industry and the infrastructure of the regional center, Ter-
nopil. Administrative-territorial changes, expansion of city boundaries, and annexation of rural settlements
significantly influenced official population statistics and should be considered when evaluating urbanization
dynamics. Additionally, certain peculiarities of statistical accounting were revealed, including double count-
ing of workers, which could affect the formation of official indicators. The growth of the urban population
stimulated the development of social infrastructure, creating favorable conditions for further economic growth
and improving living standards in the region. At the same time, the pace of urbanization varied depending on
the size of the cities and the degree of their economic activity.

COMMEMORATIONS OF UKRAINIAN CULTURAL FIGURES
IN WESTERN UKRAINIAN LANDS FROM 1939 TO 1953

Abstract. Purpose. This article aims to reveal the features and methods of commemorating Ukrainian
cultural figures in Western Ukrainian territories as part of Soviet memorial politics during Stalinism. Addition-
ally, it uncovers the official narratives and images the communist regime attempted to disseminate among the
population through various commemorative practices. The methodology includes historical-genetic, histori-
cal-typological, and historical-systemic methods, as well as historical source criticism and discourse analysis.
Scientific novelty. Based on a wide range of archival materials and newspaper periodicals, research explains
how the Stalinist regime used and abused the memory of famous Ukrainian cultural figures to propagate
the official ideology. The article contributes to a deeper understanding of Stalinist politics of memory in the
annexed Ukrainian territories. Conclusions. The author examines Soviet practices of commemorating Taras
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Shevchenko, Ivan Franko, Lesya Ukrainka, Olha Kobylianska, Yuriy Fedkovych, Vasyl Stefanyk, and Marko
Cheremshyna. It has been found that the revolutionary image of Shevchenko was propagated by the commu-
nist authorities in Western Ukrainian lands through nationwide celebrations, while Franko's image served
as the primary symbol of revolutionary struggle, holding both regional and national significance. The names
of these two prominent Ukrainian figures were integrated into the toponymic landscape. However, the Soviet
authorities did not construct the planned monuments to Shevchenko and Franko in Lviv. The commemorations
of Olha Kobylianska and Yuriy Fedkovych held significant regional importance for Northern Bukovina, Lesya
Ukrainka — for Volyn, and Vasyl Stefanyk and Marko Cheremshyna — for Pokuttya. The authorities operated
similar commemorative measures, creating regional images of revolutionary writers and fighters for national
and social liberation. Literary-memorial museums, a characteristic feature of Soviet memorial policy, played
a significant role in shaping and disseminating these images.

FEATURES OF POLISH-GDANSK CUSTOMS AGREEMENTS
IN THE INTERWAR PERIOD

Abstract. The aim of the article is to analyze the content, circumstances of conclusion, and impact of
Polish-Gdansk customs agreements in the interwar period on trade relations and political interaction between
the Second Polish Republic and the Free City of Gdansk. The research methodology is based on the prin-
ciples of historicism and an interdisciplinary approach. The study employs methods of historical and source
analysis to examine official documents and treaties; a comparative method — to contrast customs agreements
concluded in different years between Poland and the Free City of Gdansk, as well as contextual analysis — to
determine the influence of the international political situation on the content and nature of the agreements.
The scientific novelty of the study lies in the comprehensive analysis of Polish-Gdansk customs agreements in
the context of international relations during the interwar period, with particular attention to the political and
economic factors that influenced their conclusion and implementation. For the first time, based on a compar-
ative analysis of the agreements, the evolution of the customs policy of the Second Polish Republic toward the
Free City of Gdansk is identified, and the legal peculiarities of the arrangements are examined in the context
of the Treaty of Versailles and the activities of the League of Nations. Conclusions. The study revealed that
customs agreements between the Second Polish Republic and the Free City of Gdansk in the interwar period
were a significant tool for regulating trade, economic, and political relations between the two parties. Their
conclusion occurred under complex international conditions and was often accompanied by diplomatic pres-
sure from Poland. The agreements had not only economic but also distinctly political characteristics, driven
by Poland's aspiration to strengthen its control over the port of Gdansk and secure favorable conditions for the
transit of goods. The content of the agreements reflected the gradual evolution of Poland s customs policy amid
growing geopolitical tension. Overall, the Polish-Gdansk customs agreements were not only a component of
trade policy but also an element of the struggle for strategic control in the Baltic Sea region. The study of this
topic allows for a deeper understanding of the mechanisms of the Second Polish Republic'’s foreign economic
policy and its impact on international relations during the interwar period.

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GOVERNMENT PLANS FOR THE DISTRIBUTION OF UKRAINIANS
DEPORTED FROM POLAND TO THE UKRAINIAN SSR AND THE REALITIES
OF THE TIME (1944-1946)

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to analyze the plans of the Ukrainian SSR government circles
regarding the placement of Ukrainians deported from Poland on the territory of the Ukrainian SSR and changes
to these plans during 1944—1946; to investigate the reasons that prompted the Soviet leadership to place the
majority of Zakerzonts in the central, eastern and southern regions. Research methodology. The article uses
problem-chronological, comparative and systemic methods. In particular, the problem-chronological method
allows for a detailed analysis of government plans for the placement of deportees in chronological order of
changes to these plans. The systemic method allows for the tracing of the motives that prompted the formation
of a planned settlement of the majority of Lemkos and Kholmshchyks, Nadsyantsy and Podlaskies in steppe
areas that were not typical for them, where there was neither free land nor decent housing. The comparative
method is used to assess the results of the work of government officials in fulfilling the tasks set. The scientific
novelty of the work lies in highlighting and systematizing the impact of government plans on the resettlement
of deportees. It has been studied that within two years these plans were radically changed.: the eastern vector
of resettlement was replaced by the western one. It has been found that the inconsistency of the plans with
the realities of life forced hundreds of thousands of deportees to carry out an unauthorized and prohibited by
government acts relocation from the southern, eastern and central regions of the Ukrainian SSR to six west-
ern regions. Conclusions. Government plans to resettle 80 percent of deportees in the eastern, southern, and
central regions proved to be completely unrealized. 95 percent of the Zakerzonians who ended up in the afore-
mentioned regions left them during 1944—1946 and voluntarily moved to Western Ukraine.

“NON RECEVABILITE”: THE SUBCARPATHIAN RUTHENIAN QUESTION
IN I. KURTYAK’S PETITIONS TO THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Abstract. The article aims to explore the Subcarpathian Ruthenian question in Ivan Kurtyak’s petitions
to the League of Nations. The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism, systematicity,
and a critical approach to heuristic sources, as well as general scientific and special methods. The scientific
novelty lies in reflecting the Subcarpathian Ruthenian question in the petitions of Ivan Kurtyak, a Czechoslo-
vak parliament deputy and head of the Autonomous Agrarian Union, to the League of Nations. Conclusions.
1. Kurtyak sent three petitions to the League of Nations in 1924, 1928, and 1931. The main demand in Kur-
tyak's appeals to the international organization was the fulfillment of Czechoslovakia s obligations, stipulated
by the Treaty of Saint-Germain, regarding the granting of autonomy to Subcarpathian Rus’within the Czecho-
slovak Republic, and a request to the League of Nations for its intervention in the situation to obtain and
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ensure proper autonomous status for the Ruthenian population and resolve border issues. Kurtyak's rhetoric
in the petitions regarding Prague's policy in Subcarpathian Rus’ was critical; he warned against the danger
of irredentism, the radicalization of public sentiment, and the intensification of Bolshevik propaganda, and
refuted the Czechoslovak theory about the economic and intellectual incapacity of the Ruthenians. He empha-
sized to the League of Nations the population’s expectation of the promised autonomy. The deputy s appeals
to the League of Nations demonstrate a vision of Czechoslovakia's policy and reforms regarding the region
and its population through the lens of the petitioner s pro-Hungarian stance. Kurtyak believed that granting
autonomy to Subcarpathian Rus’, as well as adhering to other international agreements concerning the region
and its population, was the only way to resolve the complex situation in the region, improve the position of the
Ruthenians, and restore stability. At the same time, under pressure from bureaucratic procedures and Czecho-
slovak lobbying in the international arena, none of Kurtyak's petitions were submitted for consideration by the
League of Nations, as they were deemed “inadmissible”.

LONG-BLADED WEAPONS IN THE UKRAINIAN LANDS IN THE 8TH-14TH CENTURIES:
IMPORT AND CULTURAL-TECHNOLOGICAL EXCHANGE

Abstract. The article explores the phenomenon of sword importation into the territory of Kyivan Rus dur-
ing the 8th—11th centuries, as well as the subsequent trade and cultural exchange of military technologies in
the 12th—14th centuries. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the dissemination routes of long-bladed
weapons, their typological characteristics, and technological features of production. The introductory part
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of the article outlines the historical context of the emergence and spread of Carolingian swords as examples
of Frankish weaponry of the early Middle Ages, highlighting the development of metallurgy and arms manu-
facturing in the Frankish Empire, particularly in the Rhine region. The role of Eastern craftsmen, especially
Syrian blacksmiths, in the refinement of European blade-processing technologies is emphasized, which led to
the emergence of high-quality weapons that were actively imported into the territory of present-day Ukraine.

The aim of the study is to identify the specific features of cultural exchange in military technologies
between Kyivan Rus, Western Europe, Scandinavia, Byzantium, and the Arab world. The objectives are to ana-
lyze the cultural and technological aspects of weaponry, to reconstruct the routes of military-trade exchange,
and to determine the role of Rus as a subject of international arms trafficking. The study concludes that Rus
played an active role in the transfer of weapons technology both to the East (Volga Bulgaria, the Arab Cali-
phate) and to the West (Scandinavia, Hungary, France), serving not only as an importer but also as an exporter
of armaments, particularly bladed weapons.

The conclusions highlight that long-bladed weaponry in Rus’ territory serves as evidence of a multi-
vector cultural dialogue, in which military affairs acted as one of the key channels for the transmission of
technologies, artistic practices, and craft traditions. In the 13th—14th centuries, under the new political con-
ditions — the Mongol invasion, the formation of the Galicia-Volhynia Principality, and the incorporation of
Ukrainian lands into the Grand Duchy of Lithuania — the network of military-trade exchange underwent signif-
icant transformations. The import of weapons from Europe and Asia continued, particularly through Poland,
Hungary, Crimea, and the Caucasus, which influenced the evolution of local arms production. Thus, long-
bladed weapons became not only military instruments but also material evidence of the extensive transcultural
connections of the medieval period.

The study and coverage of the issues of
the topic was carried out according to the problem-chronological principle. Scientific conclusions are based
on the analysis and generalization of a complex of sources and literature; the entire discourse of the problem
is traced in close connection with changes in socio-political and economic living conditions in the period
1917-1921. The scientific novelty The research consists in conceptual formulation and comprehensive
study of Pavlo Skoropadsky’s policy in the educational and cultural spheres. Considerable historical infor-
mation has been introduced into scientific circulation, drawn from published documents and periodicals,
archival materials, as well as from scientific literature devoted to the issue of studying Pavlo Skoropadsky s
cultural policy. The obtained results of the scientific search are important for the theoretical generalization
of the study of the Ukrainian state, namely, educational and cultural policy in the state-building process.

EVERYDAY LIFE OF BELGIANS USING THE EXAMPLE OF THE GLASS VILLAGE
IN KOSTYANTYNIVKA (1897-1914)

Abstract. The aim of the article is to analyze the everyday life of Belgians who lived in a glass village
on the territory of the modern city of Kostyantynivka (Donetsk region) in the period 1897—1914. The research
methodology is based on a comprehensive approach and involves the use of such special historical methods
as problem-chronological, historical-systemic. Scientific novelty. For the first time, an attempt was made to
analyze the daily life of Belgians who lived in the glass village in the period 1897-1914. Among other things,
the processes of urbanization of Kostyantynivka were revealed in more depth. Conclusions. In their everyday
life, the Belgians relied on their own traditions and local conditions. This depended on their position, pro-
fession, family status, etc. Directors, engineers and responsible employees were isolated from the rest of the
workers and lived in the most comfortable conditions. Skilled workers, such as, for example, glassblowers,
lived in simpler conditions, but, having a significant material income, and, accordingly, a more comfortable
lifestyle, stood out from the rest of the population.

The enterprise administration provided corporate housing and assumed certain obligations regarding
social infrastructure, such as a factory hospital, school, church, club, etc. It also provided proper sanitary
conditions.

THE STATUS OF EDUCATORS IN PODILLIA DURING THE NEP YEARS (1921-1928)

Abstract. The aim of this article is to analyze, based on archival sources and historiographical achieve-
ments, the material conditions of schoolteachers and university lecturers during the years of the New Economic
Policy (NEP), as well as the implementation and outcomes of the colonial authorities' policy toward educators
in the Podillia region. Research Methodology. To achieve the objective of the study, the following methods
were employed: the historical-comparative method enabled the analysis of the political and socio-economic
status of educators at various stages of NEP policy implementation, content analysis facilitated the formation
of a qualitative sample of archival documents for analysis, verification, and interpretation, modified methods
of cost-effectiveness and cost-benefit analysis, borrowed from financial analysis, made it possible to assess the
effectiveness of the colonial authorities’ policy toward educators. Scientific Novelty. This research is the first
to systematically examine the situation of educators in Podillia during the NEP period, trace the evolution
of their material conditions, reveal the Bolshevik authorities’ attitude toward the teaching staff, and analyze
their actions aimed at forming a loyal corps of educators. Conclusions. In the course of building the Soviet
education system in the region, all remnants of both the pre-revolutionary education system and the system of
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the national liberation struggle period were completely eradicated. Throughout the NEP period, the material
situation of teachers and lecturers remained difficult despite salary increases from 1926 onward, in the early
1920s, it was catastrophic. Moreover, educators were involved in numerous public assignments, were regularly
subjected to persecution by punitive bodies in search of ideologically hostile elements, and were subjected
to repressive actions. Overall, this led to a chronic shortage of teaching staff, which negatively impacted the
pace of transition to universal education for children aged 8—11. At the same time, the colonial authorities
succeeded in forming a loyal corps of educators.

KHOMA MARTYUK (PSEUDONYM ALKID) - HEAD OF THE DUNAYEVETS
SUPRA-DISTRICT LEADERSHIP OF THE OUN IN THE PODILLIA REGION

Abstract. This article aims to analyze the activities of Khoma Martyuk, known by the pseudonyms Okhrim
and Alkid, as the head of the Dunayevets supra-district leadership of the Organization of Ukrainian National-
ists (OUN). The study outlines the conditions and motivations behind Martyuk's involvement in the Ukrainian
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Insurgent Army (UPA) and traces his early steps within the nationalist underground. Special attention is given
to the historical context in which the Dunayevets supra-district leadership of the OUN operated, as well as the
methods of resistance employed against the Soviet regime. The article highlights Alkid's personal role in this
struggle, details the circumstances of his capture, and explores his fate following arrest and imprisonment.
The significance of Khoma Martyuk'’s figure in the historical memory of the national liberation movement in
the Podillia region is emphasized. Research methodology: The study is based on the principles of histor-
icism, scientific rigor, objectivity, and systematic analysis. General scientific methods (analysis, synthesis,
generalization) and specific historical approaches (historical-genetic and historical-systemic) were applied.
Scientific novelty: For the first time, this study utilizes materials from the archival criminal case of Khoma
Martyuk, which shed light on both his military career and lesser-known aspects of the activities of the OUN'§
Podillia regional leadership. Conclusions: Khoma Petrovych Martyuk was a prominent representative of the
Ukrainian national liberation movement, dedicating his life to the struggle for Ukraine s independence. Anal-
ysis of the circumstances surrounding his involvement shows that his choice was consistent with the values of
his patriotic family. His brothers served in the "Galicia" division and later in the UPA. From 1943 to 1947,
Khoma operated within the Chortkiv district leadership of the Podillia region of the OUN under the pseudo-
nym Okhrim. In 1948, following the reorganization of the regional structure, he was transferred to the Dunaye-
vets supra-district leadership and headed it under the pseudonym Alkid. His activities included developing a
network of safe houses, gathering intelligence, distributing nationalist literature, and leading the OUN youth
organization. On September 30, 1951, he was ambushed by the MGB. He endured a year of interrogations and
torture. Khoma Martyuk holds a respected place in the historical memory of the Ukrainian national liberation
struggle.

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UKRAINIAN-POLISH COOPERATION IN THE SPHERE OF SCIENCE

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to explore the significance of scientific cooperation between
Ukraine and Poland in the context of European integration development. It seeks to examine the nature of
how these bilateral relations have developed, as well as the circumstances under which they were established
and continue to evolve today. The study also aims to highlight the link between the strengthening of scientific
collaboration between the two countries and Ukraines gradual integration into the European socio-political
and cultural landscape. The research methodology is based on general scientific (analysis and synthesis,
systematization, generalization) and specialized scientific approaches (historical-comparative and functional
analysis), which make it possible to explore all the patterns underlying the development and future prospects
of Ukrainian-Polish relations within their historical context and under the influence of geopolitical challenges.
The scientific novelty lies in highlighting the scientific cooperation between Ukraine and Poland through the
prism of European integration challenges. Scientific progress is considered not only as an obvious research
progress, but also as a tool for intensifying the European direction of development Ukraine, based on the expe-
rience of Poland. Conclusions. The study reflects the trends, difficulties and achievements of Ukrainian-Polish
scientific partnership, outlines key prospects and declares ways to improve it. The priority of the European
vector of Ukraine's development is presented, and the place and role of Poland in it is clarified.

REVOLUTIONARY VOLYN-ZHYTOMYR REGION IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 1920S

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to reveal the forms and methods of combating child homelessness
and neglect in the first half of the 1920s in the Volyn-Zhytomyr region. The research methodology is based on
the principles of historicism, objectivity, and multifactoriality. The study was carried out using general sci-
entific and special historical methods, in particular, the typological method was used to analyze and describe
the general features of the work of children's institutions, the systemic method was applied to highlight the
specifics of the structure and functions of state and public institutions that fought against child homelessness
and neglect. The scientific novelty of the study lies in the comprehensive analysis and coverage of the problem
of child homelessness and neglect, the activities of state structures that dealt with the issues of overcoming this
crisis social phenomenon, which was a kind of expression of social transformations of the post-war, post-rev-
olutionary society of the Volyn-Zhytomyr region. Author first introduced into scientific circulation materials
from periodicals of the region of the first half of the 1920s, namely the newspapers “Volyn proletarian”,
“Soviet Volyn”, “Peasant poverty”, “Voice of Labor”, “Soviet way”. Conclusions. Thus, the Soviet author-
ities set the problem of solving homeless and neglected childhood as one of the priorities. The authorities
initiated the creation of the “Friends of Children” society, which significantly strengthened the work of state
bodies in overcoming shortcomings in the protection of childhood — as one of the guarantees of the state. The
authorities gradually tried to find the optimal solution to the problem in the absence of proper material support
and the fictitious work of individual structures. “Friends of Children” turned out to be an association that grew
in numbers only on the initiative of Soviet leaders, in fact, most of the cells showed disinterest and passivity
in work. Communication with children and their upbringing were complicated by serious illnesses among the
contingent, primarily tuberculosis, and the involvement of children in criminal activity. In conditions of under-
funding, the authorities were partially able to implement plans for self-sufficiency in the functioning of chil-
dren’s institutions by creating children’s communes and closed towns. Volyn-Zhytomyr region became one of
the basic regions for providing assistance to children who were evacuated from the Volga region, which was hit
by famine. Children's institutions became a convenient platform for ideological processing of disadvantaged
children, whom the Soviet authorities considered as the future generation of their followers. Local authorities,
at the request of the leadership of the Ukrainian SSR, managed to mostly take control of child homelessness
and neglect by the end of 1925, however, given the multifaceted nature of the problems, the search for ways to
solve them could not be solved by any order or directive.

COOPERATION BETWEEN UKRAINE AND THE REPUBLIC OF TURKISH
IN THE ENERGY SPHERE IN 1991-2021

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to analyze, based on source materials and scientific literature,
the content and features of cooperation between Ukraine and the Republic of Turkey in the energy sector in
1991-2021, outlining its prospects for the future. The research methodology is based on the use of a number
of general scientific methods (monitoring, comparison, analysis, synthesis, visualization), as well as the appli-
cation of special methods of historical research, among which it is worth mentioning the historical-typological
and historical-systemic methods. The scientific novelty of the current study lies in the fact that in its process
a comprehensive review of the issue of cooperation between Ukraine and the Republic of Turkey in the energy
sector in 1991-2021 was conducted for the first time, which allowed identifying its features and importance
for the main stakeholders. Conclusions. Although during the period 1991-2021 the governments of both states
signed the “Memorandum of Understanding in the Field of Energy between the Ministry of Energy and Coal
Industry of Ukraine and the Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources of the Republic of Turkey”, which con-
tained a number of proposals for cooperation in the fields of renewable and nuclear energy, development of
deposits and extraction of hydrocarbon resources, the impact of cooperation between Ukraine and the Repub-
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lic of Turkey in the energy sector in 1991-2021 on the domestic energy sector was minimal. In our opinion, the
main reasons for this were poor logistics, the declarative basis of cooperation and critical underfinancing of
this process. Thus, the main prospect of Ukraine, in the context of its cooperation with the Republic of Turkey
in 1991-2021, in the field of energy was to fulfill the role of an alternative supplier of Turkish energy resources.

A HISTORICAL RETROSPECTIVE OF THE ETHICAL ASPECTS OF AWARDS
IN DIPLOMACY: MORAL VALUES VERSUS POLITICAL INTERESTS

Abstract. This article explores the ethical aspects of awards in diplomacy, particularly their interrelation
with moral values and political interests. The aim of the study is to analyze how diplomatic awards, on the
one hand, serve as recognition of merit, and on the other hand, can become instruments of political influence.
The author examines historical and contemporary examples of state awards to identify trends associated with
ethics and diplomatic practice.

The study is based on the analysis of international precedents, legal frameworks, and ethical codes reg-
ulating the awards system in the diplomatic sphere. Special attention is given to issues of conflict of interest,
the manipulative potential of awards, and their impact on the international image of states.
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The results of the study indicate that diplomatic awards often balance between symbolic recognition and
political expediency. It is found that in certain cases, awards may raise ethical dilemmas, especially when
bestowed upon representatives of authoritarian regimes or individuals whose actions contradict universal
human values.

The article offers recommendations for improving award criteria, including the introduction of addi-
tional ethical filters and public accountability mechanisms. It also substantiates the need for international
dialogue aimed at harmonizing approaches to diplomatic awards.

This work is relevant for professionals in international relations, diplomacy, and political ethics, as it
highlights an important yet underexplored aspect of diplomatic practice. The findings may serve as a basis for
further academic research and for the development of ethical standards in the field of state honors.

THE EVOLUTION OF UKRAINE-EU COOPERATION
IN THE CONTEXT OF MILITARY CONFLICT

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of Ukraines European inte-
gration process as a strategic direction of its foreign and domestic policy, as well as to identify the factors that
contributed to or hindered our country s progress towards full membership in the European Union. An attempt
is made to trace the historical evolution of Ukraines European integration course, focusing on the key politi-
cal, legal, and institutional changes that have taken place in connection with this process. The research meth-
odology is based on the principles of historicism, scientificity, objectivity, and systematicity. General scientific
(analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special historical (historical-genetic, historical-systemic) methods
were used. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that it offers a holistic view of Ukraine s European
integration not only as a political course, but as a systemic process of national self-affirmation, consolidation
of society, and formation of a new political identity. The work substantiates the thesis that the full-scale armed
aggression of the Russian Federation not only did not stop, but significantly accelerated and strengthened
Ukraine s European integration course, transforming it from a declarative goal into a practical strategy. Con-
clusions. European integration has become an integral part of Ukraine's national idea, a factor of political
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unity, and an instrument for defending sovereignty and security. Ukraine’s acquisition of EU candidate status

in 2022 is not only a recognition of its progress but also a legal and political framework for further profound

reforms. Thus, European integration is transforming into a realistic and irreversible goal, which is gradually

being implemented through the joint efforts of the state authorities, civil society, and international partners.

BULLETINS OF THE UKRAINIAN PRESS BUREAU “WIADOMOSCI UKRAINSKIE”
IN WARSAW (1931-1932)

Abstract. This article examines the content, functions, and significance of the bulletins published by the
Ukrainian Press Bureau “Wiadomosci Ukrainskie” in Warsaw as valuable sources for the history of Ukrainian
emigration in interwar Poland. The study aims to identify the information strategy employed by the Ukrainian
political and intellectual elite under conditions of international tension, assess the role of the bulletins in shap-
ing public opinion, mobilizing the Ukrainian diaspora, and countering the assimilation policies of the Polish
state. The research is based on a comprehensive methodological framework that includes various scholarly
approaches and methods for studying the Bureau s activities and its information-propaganda bulletins during
the specified period. A historical-systemic approach allowed for the analysis of the Bureau's operations within
the broader context of the interwar era, taking into account political, social, and cultural factors. Content
analysis was employed to identify key themes, narrative strategies, and techniques used to construct Ukraine §
image in the Western information space. A source-critical method enabled the evaluation of the bulletins as
historical sources, focusing on their origin, authorship, target audience, and intended function. A structur-
al-functional approach was applied to determine the Bureau's role within the network of Ukrainian national
institutions in exile, while narrative analysis was used to explore the discursive features of the bulletin texts.
The scholarly novelty of the study lies in the in-depth examination of a little-studied source — the bulletins of
the Ukrainian Press Bureau “Wiadomosci Ukrainskie” in Warsaw — during the early 1930s. The article offers a
systematic overview of the content, structure, subject matter, ideological orientation, and significance of these
publications in constructing a positive international image of Ukraine. It outlines the specific functions of the
Bureau as an element of Ukrainian émigré information policy and identifies the mechanisms through which it
influenced European public discourse via the publication and distribution of analytical and journalistic mate-
rials. Special attention is given to the bulletins as historical sources reflecting the positions of Ukrainian politi-
cal emigrés on developments in the Ukrainian SSR, the Second Polish Republic, and international affairs more
broadly. Conclusions. The study demonstrates that the Ukrainian Press Bureau “Wiadomosci Ukrainskie”
played a crucial role in shaping the international image of Ukraine and articulating the Ukrainian perspective
to Western audiences during the interwar period. The bulletins exhibited a wide thematic scope, analytical
depth, and a coherent political orientation. They consistently covered developments in the Ukrainian SSR, the
situation of Ukrainians in the Second Polish Republic, Ukraine-related foreign policy issues, and the chal-
lenges faced by the Ukrainian diaspora. These findings underscore the existence of a well-formulated informa-
tion strategy aimed at defending national interests on the international stage. The Bureau functioned as a vital
component of the political and cultural infrastructure of Ukrainian emigration and contributed significantly
to amplifying the Ukrainian voice in the European information space-despite the absence of statehood and
challenging political conditions.

STRATEGIC PLANS AND INSTRUMENTS OF SOVIET EXPANSIONISM AGAINST
THE POLISH STATE IN THE TERRITORY OF EASTERN GALICIA (1919-1923)

Abstract. The aim of the article is to analyze the strategic plans and tactics for implementing Soviet
expansionism against the Polish state through intelligence, subversive, and propaganda activities in the terri-
tory of Eastern Galicia in 1919-1923. In accordance with this objective, the study summarizes the conceptual
foundations of the foreign policy of Soviet Russia and Soviet Ukraine regarding Eastern Galicia — consid-
ered one of the footholds for the future “march on Europe” and “world revolution” — as reflected in modern
Ukrainian historiography. The article incorporates previously unpublished documents from the quasi-state
entity, the Galician Socialist Soviet Republic, preserved in the collections of the State Archives of the Ternopil
Region. Particular attention is paid to Soviet propaganda narratives directed against both the Polish state and
the Ukrainian Peoples Republic during the period of national liberation struggles in the early 1920s.

The study reveals the main directions of subversive activities carried out by both the Communist Party
of Eastern Galicia and special sabotage groups and intelligence structures of the USSR operating along
the “Zbruch border” and in adjacent territories. The article also presents the response measures taken
by the Polish state'’s security forces against attempts to destabilize the socio-political situation in Eastern
Galicia on the eve of and following the formal international legal recognition of its inclusion into Poland
on the basis of autonomy in 1923.

The methodological foundation of the article includes historical, systemic, and functional principles
of scholarly inquiry, applied through a comprehensive combination of general scientific, interdisciplinary,
and specialized historical research methods to address a complex scholarly problem.

Scientific novelty: For the first time, based on a synthesis of contemporary Ukrainian historiography
and the use of previously unpublished archival materials, the article reveals the preconditions and evolution
of the implementation of the Soviet expansionist foreign policy course against the newly established Polish
Republic in the region of Eastern Galicia through the comprehensive use of intelligence, subversive, and pro-
paganda means.

Main results. While recognizing the significant contributions of modern Ukrainian scholars studying the
western Ukrainian lands during the national liberation struggles and the establishment of control over Eastern
Galicia and Western Volhynia by the reconstituted Polish state, the article emphasizes the lack of a comprehen-
sive assessment of the destructive influence of Soviet Russia s special services and party structures — as well as
those of its de facto satellite, the Ukrainian SSR — specifically on the Eastern Galician territories. These were
viewed as an important platform for implementing the expansionist foreign policy of the Bolshevik leadership
after the end of the Polish-Ukrainian War of 1918—1919 and during the “liberation campaign against Poland”
in 1920.

Undoubtedly, local communist organizations, which later united into the Communist Party of Eastern
Galicia (venamed in 1925 as the Communist Party of Western Ukraine), played an important role in this
policy. However, the main instruments of both aggressive communist propaganda and active intelligence and
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provocative sabotage were the relevant Soviet special services and their agents. Despite significant financial
investment and the involvement of a segment of the local population under the direction of Soviet supervi-
sors, these efforts failed to achieve the strategic goals set by the Kremlin leadership. Nevertheless, it must be
acknowledged that these actions led to a noticeable disorganization of the region s socio-political life, in which
the Second Polish Republic sought to assert its authority through repressive and punitive measures. This in no
way allows for the assertion that Soviet intelligence, subversive, and propaganda activities in Eastern Galicia
in 1919—1923 were in the interests of the majority Ukrainian population of the newly created Lviv, Stanislaviv,
and Ternopil voivodeships of the Polish state.

Introduction. The issue of the formation and implementation of expansionist foreign policy
through the use of propaganda, intelligence, and sabotage tools by the Soviet Union’s special ser-
vices to destabilize the internal situation in Eastern Galicia following the end of the First World
War and the emergence of new states is not only a theoretical problem requiring a historiographical
synthesis with the inclusion of newly discovered archival materials. It also holds applied signifi-
cance for analyzing the aggressive policies of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, as well as
its use of hybrid methods of destructive informational and psychological influence against Poland
within the context of President Vladimir Putin’s revanchist foreign policy course in the first quarter
of the 21st century.

In the context of the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war, historical scholarship must not only sum-
marize and systematize relevant studies, but also respond adequately to the challenges of an ideolog-
ically charged past, exposing the narratives of Soviet and post-Soviet Russian historiography.

Ukrainian scholars define expansionism as «the implementation of a state’s foreign policy
aimed at extending and strengthening its dominance over other states and regions», emphasizing
that, in essence, it constitutes «a state’s policy of conquest toward other countries, regions, territories,
markets, sources of raw materials, and economies» [1, p. 102]. At the same time, political scientist
A. Holtsov notes that expansionism is characteristic not only of the foreign policy of great powers, but
also of medium and even small states (including self-proclaimed ones). Depending on the substance
of a state’s expansionist geostrategy, various forms can be distinguished, such as political, military,
and ideological expansion [2, p. 64]. As V. Holovchenko aptly observes, the international and his-
torical roots of Russia’s aggressive foreign policy behavior have long remained outside the scope
of domestic research [3, p. 68—69].

Nevertheless, it is important to acknowledge the achievements of contemporary historiography
in uncovering specific aspects of Soviet intelligence, subversive, and propaganda activities against
the restored Polish Republic in the works of T. Halytska-Didukh [4], S. Humennyi [5-7], R. Kotsan
[8-10], M. Lytvyn [11-13], O. Malets [14—15], R. Podkur [16], O. Razyhraiev [17], I. Soliar [18].
However, to date, there is no comprehensive study of the plans and tactics employed to establish
Soviet influence in the territory of Eastern Galicia that incorporates newly discovered archival doc-
uments.

Main Body of the Article. After the defeat of the West Ukrainian People’s Republic in East-
ern Galicia, tendencies toward centralization and unitary governance strengthened, accompanied by
the restriction of local self-government [19, p. 161]. In such conditions, Polish political circles, pri-
marily guided by their own interests, disregarded the aspirations of the Ukrainian population for inde-
pendence. In our opinion, this situation could not go unexploited by representatives of the extreme
left forces, who were aligned with Soviet Ukraine and Soviet Russia, which militarily controlled it.

In 1919, with the aim of coordinating efforts to spread communist ideology globally, the Com-
munist International was founded under Moscow’s leadership [1, p. 131]. Its purpose was to ensure
the course toward world revolution and to promote the creation of a global communist state.

Against the backdrop of the split in the Second International and amid the Polish-Ukrainian war
of 1918-1919, the first communist cells began to form in the western Ukrainian lands, although they
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did not enjoy widespread support among the local population. By early 1919, eight underground com-
munist organizations were active in Eastern Galicia, with more than 180 members. During the first
regional party conference, held in February 1919 in Stanislav, these disparate cells were unified
into a single structure — the Communist Party of Eastern Galicia (CPEG). The conference delegates
formed the Central Committee of the party, which was led by K. Savrych (Maximovych) [14, p. 34].

The fact of inertia and the expectation of the “importation” of revolution from outside was later
confirmed by the leaders of The Communist Party of Eastern Galicia (CPEG). It is worth noting
that in the following year, 1920, soviets of workers’ and soldiers’ deputies were formed exclusively
in cities where the Soviet Russian army was stationed, which will be discussed in more detail later
[20, p. 41].

The lack of a unified political program concerning the national and organizational issues led
to a split within the ranks of the CPEG and exacerbated relations with the Communist Workers’
Party of Poland (CWPP). The resolution of these contradictions was the focus of the First Con-
gress of the CPEG, which began on October 30, 1921. However, on the opening day, all delegates
were arrested and imprisoned in the building of the Saint George Cathedral in Lviv (the residence
of the head of the Greek Catholic Church — note by A. Shcheglov) [21, p. 52].

The foreign policy of Russia at that time was based on the desire to spread the Bolshevik revo-
lution to Central and Western Europe. In this context, Moscow viewed Eastern Galicia as a strategic
foothold, a kind of "gateway" for exporting the revolution to Poland, Germany, Romania, Czechoslo-
vakia, and Hungary through a victorious offensive military action [12, p. 293; 22, p. 14].

As indicated in a letter from the leader of the Bolsheviks, V. Lenin, to the Polish communists
(translated and quoted by O. Kozoriz — note by A. Shcheglov): «The victory of Soviet power from
within in Poland is a tremendous international victory. If now, in my opinion, Soviet power has
achieved an international victory of 20-30%, then after the victory of Soviet power from within in
Poland, the international victory of the communist revolution will be 40-50%, maybe even 51%.
Because Poland, alongside Germany, Czechoslovakia, and Hungary, will undermine the entire system
built on the Versailles peace» [23, p. 152—-153].

In the context of the described plans for a «world revolution», Soviet Russia attempted to push
its intervention to the West by bayonets, primarily aiming in 1920 to «reclaim» Poland and destroy
its alliance with the Ukrainian People’s Republic (UPR) [24, p. 173]. The Bolshevik campaign in
Poland sparked a new surge of the world revolution, which by that time had already somewhat lost its
intensity. Poland became the first platform for the practical «export» of the revolution beyond Russia
[15, p. 111-112].

In particular, personnel from the Soviet state security organs of Soviet Ukraine were directly
involved from the very beginning in intelligence and sabotage activities aimed against Poland.
For example, in April 1920, special reconnaissance groups, disguised in civilian clothes, crossed
the border of this state, not only to gather information but also to incite underground resistance on
the territory of Poland at the time [25, p. 308].

This primarily stemmed from the fact that Eastern Galicia held an important place in the Bolshe-
viks’ strategic plans as a key foothold for spreading the revolution to the West. Moreover, the events
of 1918-1919, when the West Ukrainian People’s Republic (WUPR) existed, were still fresh in
the memory of the local population. Its émigré government, along with President Y. Petrushevych,
continued to operate in Vienna. In response to this, according to the plans of V. Lenin and the Bol-
shevik leadership, it was necessary to create an alternative Soviet state formation, supposedly formed
by the will of the working people. On Lenin’s instructions, in April 1920, the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Ukraine (CPSU) decided to establish a «Galician government». The lead-
ership of the Galician Revolutionary Committee (Galrevkom) was entrusted to V. Zatonsky, whose
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candidacy was approved by the Plenary Session of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) in Moscow
on July 16. At this same plenary session, held under Lenin’s direct supervision, it was decided that
Galicia should be proclaimed an «independent Soviet republic» [26, p. 281].

This is how, later on, the leader of the Galrevkom, V. Zatonsky, defined the preconditions for
the uprising of the Galician Socialist Soviet Republic in his programmatic article “What is truly
Soviet Power?”: «Soviet power in Galicia did not arise by itself through the grace of the revolution.
It was not like in Russia, where the broad masses... powerfully rose up and began to create new forms
of life. Soviet power came to Galicia with the Red Army... It was awaited like a blessing, as someone
else’s grace... From now on, the working people of Galicia are truly free, not only on paper or by law,
because there is no power over them, neither that of the feudal lords nor the usurious bourgeoisie.
As for the educated people, all those petty clerics, the so-called doctors, lawyers, those who had sup-
ported Petliura, Petrushevych, or the Polish nobility, who had been involved in politics and caused
harm, let them leave from Red Galicia» [27, p. 4.].

Returning to the military-political situation, after the breakthrough of the Polish-Ukrainian
front on June 5, 1920, favorable conditions were created for the occupation of Western Volhynia
and Galicia by the Soviet 1st Cavalry Army under the command of S. Budyonny, as well as for further
advancement into the depths of Poland and Central-Eastern Europe. Already on July 18, 1920, units
of the Red Army crossed the Zbruch River and entered the territory of Galicia, and on July 26, they
captured Ternopil, which became the capital of the proclaimed Galician Socialist Soviet Republic
(GSSR). The formation of its government — the Galician Revolutionary Committee (Galrevkom)
and its organizational base — began in July 1920 in the town of Zhmerynka [28, p. 118]. Its creation
and functioning took place without taking into account the wishes of the population of Eastern Galicia
[29, p. 76]. However, to conceal their true intentions, mass events were staged to show the support
of the local population. For example, on August 8, 1920, at a rally attended by 1,500 people, a reso-
lution was adopted which stated: ““...we greet with great enthusiasm the liberating Red Army, which
has freed us from the heavy yoke of the Polish lords and from the plundering bands of the traitor to
the working people, Petliura... We send our sincere greetings and thanks and ask you to continue
leading the proletarian liberating Red Army, and in its ranks, us, to the final victory, which will come
soon. Long live the glorious victorious Red Army of the Russian, Ukrainian, and Galician Republics.
Long live the leaders of the Revolution, comrade V. Lenin and comrade Trotsky!” [30, p. 1].

The firstlegislative act of the Galrevkom was the declaration «To the Working People of the World,
to the Governments of Socialist Soviet Republics, and to the Governments of All Capitalist States»
dated July 15, 1920. In this declaration, the Galrevkom solemnly asserted the formal right of the peo-
ple to self-determination and proclaimed the full state independence of Eastern Galicia. It declared
that after the region’s liberation from Polish rule, a workers’ and peasants’ state — the Galician Social-
ist Soviet Republic — would be formed. The Galrevkom called on the governments of all countries
to establish diplomatic relations with this new republic and expressed full support for the internal
and foreign policies of the RSFSR and the Ukrainian SSR. The declaration also proclaimed the aboli-
tion of private ownership of the means and instruments of production and outlined the basic principles
of economic policy and state building for the Galician SSR [29, p. 64].

Soviet policy towards the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic (USSR) was based on dou-
ble standards, reflecting the contradiction between official rhetoric and real actions. Formally, for
the international community, the Soviet government sought to create the impression that the USSR
was an independent republic with some autonomy in decision-making. However, in actual political
practice, Moscow’s strategy was one of incorporation [31, p. 20].

At the meeting on August 1, 1920, the Galrevkom adopted Decree No. 1, which proclaimed
the establishment of Soviet Socialist Power in Galicia. The decree stated:
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«1) All organs of political, judicial, and public authority of the so-called Polish state are abo-
lished.

4) Instead of the legislative acts, treaties, and orders of the former Austro-Hungarian Empire,
the so-called Polish state, and the Western Ukrainian National Republic (UNR), the laws, resolu-
tions, and decrees of the Galician Revolutionary Committee shall be followed. In cases where such
are temporarily absent, revolutionary conscience of the working class and poorer peasantry shall be
the guiding principle» [8, p. 1].

During this period, the Galician Extraordinary Commission (GEC) played an important role.
It was established under and subordinated to the leadership of the Galician Socialist Soviet Republic
(GSSR). On August 26, 1920, it changed its name from the Extraordinary Commission under the Ter-
nopil Revkom to the Galician Extraordinary Commission, which was accompanied by an expansion
of its powers.

Beginning on September 2 1920, the term «All-Galician Extraordinary Commission» (AGEC)
began to be used, gradually replacing the previous abbreviation «GEC». However, throughout Sep-
tember, both names continued to appear in parallel on official stamps [28, p. 118].

The advance of Polish-Ukrainian forces in late September 1920 prevented the AGEC from
fully implementing its activities. However, under the conditions of «revolutionary necessity» and in
the absence of a clear legal framework, ChK operatives often resorted to extrajudicial methods in
combating opponents of Bolshevism. During arrests, summary executions were practiced, and dur-
ing searches, belongings were confiscated from the population without being recorded in official
search protocols [28, p. 119]. Thus, the population of northeastern Galicia, centered in Ternopil, had
the opportunity to experience firsthand the kind of “freedom” the Bolsheviks brought under the slo-
gan of liberating workers and peasants from the yoke of the landlords [29, p. 76].

The Information Department (initially headed by Ivan Shevchenko, and later by Kazimir God-
levsky) played an important role in operations. Its main tasks included gathering information through
a network of secret agents who were tasked with monitoring public sentiment among the population
and employees of Soviet institutions. Key areas of focus included uncovering hidden goods and sur-
veilling former military personnel of the ZUNR and UNR, as well as their families. The depart-
ment also oversaw David Frisch, head of external surveillance, who was responsible for the security
of Soviet institutions, including the «Extraordinary Commission» (Cheka). Later, this department
became the foundation for the Chekist intelligence network in Galicia, which was established follo-
wing the creation of the Foreign Department of the All-Russian Extraordinary Commission (VChK)
in December 1920 [28, p. 120].

During the counteroffensive by Polish-Ukrainian forces between September 15-20, 1920,
the front line approached Ternopil. As a result, on September 18, 1920, an emergency evacuation
of the Galrevkom units and the CPSG from the city was carried out. The next day, the Galrevkom left
Ternopil and relocated beyond the Zbruch River. On September 25, in Vinnytsia, the Galrevkom was
officially dissolved, and its remaining assets — nearly 7 million rubles, foreign currency, and requisi-
tioned gold items — were transferred to the local bank [11, p. 115].

This was preceded by the de facto flight of the leadership of local revolutionary committees, who
fled with documents and requisitioned property. For example, on September 16, along with the Zal-
ishchyky revkom that had arrived in Borshchiv, wagons loaded with property set out toward Husy-
atyn. However, after an attack by «Petliurites from Tyutyunnyk’s cavalry unit», only 2 out of 50 carts
managed to escape [32, p. 1].

Together with the Galrevkom, thousands of Galicians retreated, fearing repression by the Polish
authorities. The highest numbers were recorded from the following counties (starostwa) of Eastern
Galicia: Husyatyn — 163, Pidhaitsi — 134, Rohatyn — 122, Zalishchyky — 109, Zbarazh — 102 [33, p. 1].
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In a letter from the Ministry of Internal Affairs regarding communist agitation, dated August 31,
1920, to the Chief Commander of the State Police, it was emphasized that, for the government, both
in its domestic and foreign policy, materials that would help to anticipate the actions and intentions
of the Bolsheviks in Polish territories (including Eastern Galicia, despite the uncertainty of its legal
status — ed. A. Shchehlov) following the Bolshevik occupation were of great importance [34, p. 2].

It was only in 1989 that a letter from V. Zatonsky dated September 23, 1920, was made public,
in which he summarized the activities of the Galrevkom. In it, addressing Lenin, the Central Commit-
tee of the CP(b)U, and the Revolutionary Military Council of the Southwestern Front, he wrote: «The
Galician performance is over», «But regardless of the outcome — sooner or later, Galicia will have to
be Sovietized» [11, p. 116].

In contrast to the expansionist plans of the leadership of Soviet Russia and its actual satellites in
the Ukrainian SSR, according to L. Tsubov, the campaign of the allied armies of the Ukrainian Peo-
ple’s Republic and the Polish Republic in 1920 led to the destabilization of the Bolshevik regime in
Ukraine [35, p. 63], however, it did not eliminate it as an external threat, behind which stood the mil-
itary might of Soviet Russia.

Soviet diversionary raids began in the fall of 1920, after the All-Russian Extraordinary Com-
mission — State Political Directorate (VChK-DPU) made the first attempt to ignite a wide partisan
war in the Soviet-Polish borderlands in the early 1920s with the help of operational-Cheka groups to
provoke a revolutionary explosion among the «working masses». To prepare espionage-diversionary
personnel, the DPU of the Ukrainian SSR created schools in Olevsk, Zhytomyr, Kozyatyn, Korosten,
and Slavuta (Kotzan, Soviet-Polish Border) [8, p. 160].

On November 25, 1920, after the cessation of hostilities with the Polish, Ukrainian, and Gen-
eral Permikin’s forces, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine
(CPSU) created the Galburo once again, planning a new attempt to ignite the communist revolution in
Europe. The same key figures were included in its composition: V. Zatonsky, M. Baran, M. Levitsky,
A. Baral (Savka), and 1. Nemolovsky [36, p. 219].

During the Soviet-Polish peace negotiations, which began in mid-August 1920 in Baranovichi
and continued in Minsk, the Soviet delegation actively sought to defend the interests of the Gali-
cian Socialist Soviet Republic (GSSR). During this period, the Central Committee of the RCP(b)
and V. Lenin deemed it appropriate to ensure representation of the Galician SSR at these negotiations.
As a result, on September 6, 1920, the Galrevkom appointed M. Baran, deputy of V. Zatonsky, as
the official representative of the Galician SSR at the peace conference. M. Baran traveled to Riga,
where the second phase of peace talks began on September 21. This led to the signing of an armistice
between the warring parties on October 12, 1920, marking the temporary end of hostilities on this
front [26, p. 333]. It was not only the terms of peace that were defined, but also the practical aspects
of establishing a demarcation line and creating a «neutral zone». At the same time, it was emphasized
that the troops of both sides would temporarily occupy the territories they held at the time of the ces-
sation of hostilities, that is, as of October 18, 1920 [37, p. 53]. Poland recognized the Ukrainian
Soviet Socialist Republic (USSR), while the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic (RSFSR)
acknowledged the annexation of Eastern Galicia and Volhynia by Poland. We agree with the interpre-
tation of Polish authors that for Ukrainians, the Treaty of Riga was as significant as the Brest-Litovsk
Peace of 1918 was for the Poles, when the regions of Chelm and part of Podlasie were supposed to be
transferred to the Ukrainian People’s Republic (UNR) [13, p. 15].

In summary, thanks to the courage and heroism of the Polish and Ukrainian military, not only was
the annexation of Poland by Soviet Russia prevented, but also the Bolshevik plans for the «worldwide
socialist revolution» were thwarted. However, this was made possible at the expense of concessions
to the interests of the Ukrainian people [38, p. 63].
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As O. Malets rightly points out, after Russia’s defeat in its confrontation with Poland, the Bol-
sheviks came to terms with the fact that the historical compromise would take longer, and they pushed
military-political revenge ideas to the background. However, it should be noted that they did not
abandon these ideas entirely. At the same time, in the West, they were forced to acknowledge that
Soviet Russia had become not only a source of communist threat but also a geopolitical reality that
could no longer be ignored when attempts were made to restore a new balance of power in post-war
Europe [15, p. 112].

However, the weak influence of communist ideology in Eastern Galicia and the failures on
the front lines prevented the completion of the process of Sovietization in this region. This forced
the Bolsheviks to postpone the implementation of their plans for the future. As Z. Zakhazhay notes,
the decision of the Entente in March 1923 to place Eastern Galicia under Polish administration was
viewed by the Bolsheviks as a temporary phenomenon, and the issue of its final territorial affiliation
was considered just a matter of time [22, p. 14].

This is confirmed by archival sources that contain information about the sentiments on the Soviet
side of the border. For example, in a report from the police department in the village of Vykhvalyntsi,
Skalat district, it was mentioned that on September 2, 1923, a propaganda rally was held on the oppo-
site Soviet side of the Zbruch River with slogans such as «Long live the socialist communist interna-
tional», «Our task is to reduce the world’s scum», «Our Red Army will come to the aid of the oppressed
laborersy», and «Long live our free communist Russia» [39, p. 1].

The retreat of the Red Army behind the Zbruch River did not stop Moscow’s attempts to Bol-
shevize the western Ukrainian lands. The KPUG remained the main propaganda tool of the Kremlin,
to which soldiers of the Ukrainian Soviet Army (ChUGA), refugees, and prisoners from the Dnieper
region, the Don, Volga region, and Turkestan joined. These people, with the support of the Soviet repub-
lics of Ukraine and Russia, sought to overcome Polish rule [12, p. 308]. The dominant policy became
the implementation of measures aimed at disrupting the military and political systems of the opposing
side, especially from Soviet Ukraine against Poland along the «Zbruch border» in Eastern Galicia.
As specifically emphasized by S. Humenniy, the new Polish-Soviet border defined by the Riga Peace
Treaty of 1921 was demarcated without taking into account the ethnographic structure of the region
and its economic and administrative situation. However, it corresponded to the historical tradition
of'the «Zbruch border» and the concept of the revival of the Commonwealth of Both Nations [6, p. 144].

According to M. Lytvyn, the defeat of the Kyiv campaign and the exhaustion of society after
several years of war forced Warsaw to abandon the plan of creating an independent Ukrainian state,
effectively (and legally, from 1923) incorporating Eastern Galicia and Western Volhynia into Poland
[13, p. 15], which was actively used by Soviet intelligence services to destabilize the internal political
situation and increase pro-Soviet sentiments.

In the early 1920s, according to R. Kotsan’s generalizations, the following types of activi-
ties were observed on the Soviet-Polish border: 1) sabotage and subversive, as well as provoca-
tive; 2) counter-sabotage and counter-provocative; 3) intelligence gathering; 4) counter-intelligence;
5) operational; 6) control and checkpoint; 7) informational and analytical [10, p. 446].

S. Humenniy correctly points out that during the demarcation of the state border line on
the Ukrainian-Polish border, there were so-called «windows» — areas that were either not under
the control of the authorities or were deliberately created by them as free zones. Through these areas,
there was mass penetration into the territory of the neighboring state, not only for intelligence and sab-
otage activities but also to satisfy economic needs and other objectives [5, p. 111]. As an example,
the researcher describes the story of one of the graduates of a Soviet espionage school that operated in
Kharkiv in the early 1920s, and which received widespread coverage in the press of Western Ukraine
at the time [7, p. 75] .
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Employees of the Foreign Department of the OGPU of the USSR and military intelligence
actively supported the activities of the combat units of communist organizations in Galicia. Its terri-
tory was conditionally divided into four «military districts»: Lviv (Zolochiv, Rava-Ruska, Rohatyn
districts), Ternopil (Ternopil, Chortkiv), Stanislav (Stanislav, Kolomyia), and Peremyshl (Peremyshl,
Drohobych) [16, p. 20-21].

Alongside the state special services, the newly established states on the ruins of the three
empires of Eastern and Central Europe began to face serious problems starting from 1920 due to
the intelligence of the Bolshevik party — the so-called Foreign Department of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party (Bolshevik) of Ukraine («Zakordot»), which is mentioned in protocol No. 4
of the meeting of the Central Committee of the Communist Party (Bolshevik) of Ukraine on May 21,
1920 [40].

The researcher O. Skrypnyk reveals that this organization created intelligence networks, relying
on local party cells, and was engaged in political, economic, and military intelligence in southern
Poland, Galicia, Bukovina, Bessarabia, and other territories bordering Soviet Ukraine [41, p. 87—88].
The main goal of its activities, according to historian O. Kupchyk, was to organize illegal actions
outside of Bolshevik control. He aimed to arrange local armed uprisings among the local popula-
tion in Volhynia and Galicia, which were supposed to lead to the overthrow of the existing regime
and the establishment of Soviet power in Poland, as well as the inclusion of the Western Ukrainian
lands into the USSR [42, p. 67]. For these purposes, significant sums in dollars, Polish marks, and dia-
monds were used. The curators of the «Zakordot» of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
(Bolsheviks) of Ukraine were F. Kon and V. Zatonsky, who were instructed by a member of the Cen-
tral Committee of the Russian Communist Party (Bolsheviks) and the head of the Executive Com-
mittee of the Comintern, G. Zinoviev [13, p. 16]. In particular, the advisor to the Soviet Embassy in
Warsaw, M. Lebedynets, mentioned in one of his letters that the Galician communists were provided
with monthly financial support amounting to 1500 dollars [18, p. 60]. Drawing relevant parallels with
the present day, researcher T. Halytska-Didukh emphasizes that the Russian government continues
the policy of the Tsarist and Soviet regimes aimed at destabilizing Ukraine’s internal political situa-
tion through the creation of an agent network, bribery of political figures, and so on [4, p. 80].

Thanks to the close cooperation between the Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Ukraine
and Ukrainian communist sections abroad, a foreign committee was established in February 1921
with the aim of providing comprehensive support to the Communist Party of Eastern Galicia. At
the initiative of this committee, on December 30, 1921, a meeting of representatives from foreign
communist organizations of the CPSG was held in Prague, where a decision was made to create
the Foreign Bureau to assist the party [4, p. 75].

On January 12, 1921, the district police commanders were informed that instructions had been
sent from Vienna to Eastern Galicia and Bukovina to prepare the population for a revolution [43, p. 2].

The presence of Soviet agents on Polish territory was partly a result of the repatriation cam-
paign carried out under the terms of the Riga Peace Treaty. Additionally, agents arrived from Vienna
to organize revolutionary movements in Poland. The Bolsheviks recruited local residents who pro-
vided valuable intelligence and reported on key events. For this, they were paid monetary rewards,
and recruitment was handled by special services. Among these agents were also local civil servants
[4, p. 78-79].

In Eastern Galicia, representatives of the MOPR (International Organization for Aid to Revolu-
tion Fighters), founded in 1922 by the decision of the 4th Congress of the Comintern, were actively
operating. This organization provided financial and material support to condemned communists.
At the same time, Polish security forces were equally active in countering its activities, trying to neu-
tralize the influence of communist agents in the region [4, p. 78].
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At the same time, in early 1921, the Polish authorities faced a situation where, as in the Ternopil
district, «confidents (secret agents — note by A. Shcheglov) of the state police were not working pro-
perly and were yielding no results» [44, p. 1].

During the first half of the 1920s, the Soviet side was able to maintain a destabilizing situ-
ation on the Polish-Soviet border. For instance, S. Humnyny cites an example where, for propa-
ganda purposes among the population of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic (USSR), the image
of the «burning Kresy», which sought reunification with Soviet Ukraine, as well as for conducting
anti-Polish struggles in Galicia, a partisan unit called «Red Twelve» was sent to the territory of Terno-
pil region, near the village of Kudrynets, in the Borshchiv district. This formation, made up primarily
of veterans from the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen (Ukrainian Sitch Riflemen — USS) and the Ukrainian
Galician Army (UGA), was commanded by Pavlo Sheremeta, Stepan Melnychuk, and Ivan Tsepka.
It operated mainly in the border districts of the Borshchiv and Zalishchyky districts of the Tarnopol
Voivodeship. The image of the unit’s participants was heroized in the Soviet Ukrainian Socialist
Republic, and Ukrainian writer Mykola Irchan (Andriy Bab’uk) dedicated a play titled “Twelve” to
them [7, p. 96-97].

Historian M. Vakhula analyzes the controversial issue of the military raid organized under
the leadership of Stepan Melnychuk and Petro Sheremeta in the autumn of 1922 in the Ternopil
region by the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic (USSR). According to his assessment, Melnychuk
and Sheremeta had no contacts with the underground organization of the Ukrainian Military Organi-
zation (UVO) or any anti-communist partisan movement. The historian thoroughly examines the for-
mation of myths surrounding the affiliation of Melnychuk’s partisan unit, highlighting both nationalist
and Soviet narratives that ideologized this raid. He notes that, perhaps, in order to emphasize the loy-
alty of the Galician people to communist ideals, particularly the residents of Ternopil, where units
of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA) and the OUN underground operated until the mid-1950s,
the Soviet authorities should have conducted certain activities, such as honoring the participants
of the so-called “Red Twelve”. However, as the author points out, this did not happen, and it is likely
related to the fact that the communist leadership or even the participants of those events remained in
the shadows, and the events themselves did not align with the image of the «heroic vanguard of com-
munismy. At the same time, it is emphasized that while the «Red Twelve» was not a nationalist for-
mation, its history also did not become a symbol of communist heroism [45, p. 189-200].

According to the calculations of lawyer O. Kozoriz, in 1922, 16 acts of sabotage were registered
in the Drohobych district, 12 in the Krosno district, 10 in the Mostyska district, 9 in the Lancut district,
8 in the Przeworsk district, 19 in the Rava-Ruska district, 7 in the Lviv district, and 5 in the Przemys$l
district [23, p. 135]. It is clear that not all of these acts had a direct “soviet” trace, but given the scale
of the sabotage and subversive activities carried out by the USSR against Poland, one cannot rule out
the possibility of inspiration for such actions at a considerable distance from the Soviet-Polish border,
which could be explored in a separate study.

The inability of the Polish State Police to maintain order in the border regions, as emphasized by
L. Yurchuk, led to the necessity of creating a special military formation for the protection of the Pol-
ish-Soviet border. In 1924, this formation became the Border Protection Corps [22, p. 11].

The memorial of the prominent Soviet politician O. Shumskyi, titled “Theses of Our Policy
Regarding the Ukrainian Territories Occupied by Poland and Romania” from May 17, 1923, attests to
the USSR’s support for the anti-Polish diversionary movement in the region. Among other things, it
emphasized the use of the Ukrainian national movement in Galicia to weaken the Polish state [17,p.219].

After the crisis of the early 1920s, which was characteristic of all political parties in Western
Ukraine, the Communist Party of Ukraine (CPSU) and the Communist Revolutionary Party of Poland
(KRP) initiated an intensified “Bolshevization”. In April 1924, under this banner, the party held its
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5th conference, and in October 1925, at the 2nd congress, the party was renamed the Communist
Party of Western Ukraine (CPWU). Party members, including its local leadership, became hostages
of the aggressive plans of Kremlin politicians regarding the “export of revolution” [21, p. 52]. Thus,
the next stage of implementing Soviet expansionist plans concerning Poland as a whole and Ukrain-
ian ethnic lands in particular requires separate research.

Conclusions. Thus, based on the critical analysis of modern domestic historiography and the intro-
duction of previously unpublished archival documents into scientific circulation, the following con-
clusions of the study can be formulated:

While acknowledging the significant contributions of modern Ukrainian researchers on the period
of the Ukrainian national-liberation struggle in the western Ukrainian lands and the establishment
of Polish control over Eastern Galicia and Western Volhynia after the restoration of the Polish state, it
is important to note the lack of a comprehensive assessment of the destructive influence of the special
services and party structures of Soviet Russia and its de facto satellite, the Ukrainian SSR, on the east-
ern Galician territories as a significant platform for the implementation of the Soviet leadership’s
expansionist foreign policy after the conclusion of the Polish-Ukrainian war of 19181919, during
the “Liberation campaign against Poland” in 1920.

Undoubtedly, local communist organizations, which later merged into the Communist Party
of Eastern Galicia, and in 1925 was renamed the Communist Party of Western Ukraine, played
an important role in realizing the Soviet expansionist foreign policy course.

However, the main tool of not only aggressive communist propaganda but also active intelli-
gence and frequent diversions were the relevant Soviet special services and their agents.

Significant funds were invested in various activities, and a portion of the local population was
engaged in active cooperation under the guidance of Soviet curators, but even their combined efforts
did not achieve the strategic goals of the Kremlin leadership.

At the same time, it should not be overlooked that under their influence, there was signifi-
cant disorganization of the region’s socio-political life, where the Second Polish Republic sought
to assert its power through certain repressive and punitive measures. However, this does not in any
way imply that the Soviet intelligence, subversive, and propaganda activities in Eastern Galicia from
1919 to 1923 were in the interests of the majority of the Ukrainian population in the new territories
of the Lviv, Stanistawow, and Ternopil voivodeships of the Polish state.

CULTURAL LIFE OF THE YOUTH OF THE UKRAINIAN SSR IN THE SECOND HALF
OF THE 1950-1980S IN THE VISION OF FOREIGN RESEARCHERS

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to clarify and evaluate the scientific achievements of modern for-
eign historians on the problem of the cultural life of the youth of the Ukrainian SSR in the second half of the
1950-1980s.The main attention is focused on the key aspects of the socio-cultural life of youth, which became
the objects of study for researchers, and the interpretations of their influence on the national identity of young
residents of the Ukrainian SSR. The special interest of foreign historians in the study of the life of youth in
the Ukrainian SSR in the paradigm of local history is emphasized. The scientific novelty lies in deepening
and generalizing knowledge about the scientific achievements of modern foreign historians, dedicated to the
problem of the cultural life of young men and women of the Ukrainian SSR during the period of the systemic
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crisis of the communist regime. The article clarifies the degree of informativeness of research on the cultural
life of the youth of the Ukrainian SSR, and identifies common features of the achievements of foreign historians
in the study of this problem. Conclusions. Ukraine's acquisition of state independence in 1991, its return to
the world intellectual and geopolitical space caused an increase in the interest of foreign researchers in its
past, in particular the history of the 20" century. In general, in modern foreign (primarily English-speaking)
historiography, the cultural life of the youth of the USSR has become a full-fledged object of scientific study.
At the same time, the state of research on the cultural life of the young generations of the Ukrainian SSR in
the second half of the 1950—1980s remains fragmentary: foreign historians address this problem mainly in the
context of regional studies, and also episodically when studying youth movements in the former communist
empire as such. The greatest attention of foreign historians is focused on such topics as the intellectual (par-
ty-ideological) life of students, the influence of Western music (in particular rock music), on the everyday life
of young men and women, as well as numerous youth subcultures. The absence in historiography, primarily
English-language, of comprehensive works devoted to the full diversity of the cultural life of the youth of the
Ukrainian SSR leaves a wide scope for further research.

THE FORMATION OF THE UKRAINTIAN NATIONAL MOVEMENT
IN VOLYN PROVINCE IN THE SPRING OF 1917

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyze the formation of the Ukrainian national movement
in the Volyn province in the spring of 1917 after the overthrow of the tsarist regime and to clarify its role
and significance in the all-Ukrainian context. The research methodology is based on both general scientific
(analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction) and special historical (historical-typological, historical-systemic)
methods. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the comprehensive study of the process of the formation of
the Ukrainian national movement after February 1917 and the formation of political and public organizations
in the Volyn region. Conclusions. The Ukrainian national movement in Volyn played an important role in the
all-Ukrainian context, ensuring an increase in the level of national consciousness of Ukrainians and creating
the prerequisites for the further development of the state-building process.

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE DEFENSIVE STRUCTURES OF THE TEREBOVLIA
FORTRESS FROM THE EARLY IRON AGE TO THE RUS’ ERA

Abstract. The article presents a comprehensive analysis of the stages of development of the defensive
architecture of the Terebovlya fortress from the Early Iron Age to the Rus period. On the basis of the results of
archaeological excavations, written sources and historical and architectural research, the author character-
ises the design features of fortifications such as ramparts, ditches, wooden fortifications and slope strength-
ening techniques. Particular attention is paid to the adaptation of defence systems to the natural terrain, in
particular, the use of cape fortifications, escarpment and terracing of slopes, which allowed the most effective
use of the existing landscape for protection. The role of wood and earth structures, which, in combination
with several lines of defence (four ramparts with ditches), allowed to effectively deter attacks, in particular of
nomadic tribes that did not have siege equipment, is outlined. It is found that the fortifications were built taking
into account the enemy’s reach, in particular, the ramparts were located at a distance that corresponded to the
targeting radius of archery at that time. The article also analyses the archaeological research conducted on
the territory of Terebovlia in the twentieth and early twenty-first centuries, in particular under the guidance
of leading Ukrainian scholars. Particular attention is paid to the chronology of the formation of fortifications
on Castle Hill, their reconstruction in the princely period, and the role of Prince Vasylko Terebovlianskyi. The
influence of socio-political factors on the development of defence construction, in particular the formation of
princely power and the growth of threats from foreign attackers, is considered. The features of combat plat-
forms, log walls, gurdjies and loopholes are determined. The author emphasises the insufficient use of flanking
fire and stone structures, which indicates the evolutionary nature of the development of fortification art in the
region. As a result, it is proved that the Terebovlia fortress is a unique example of the transformation of defen-
sive structures over several epochs, and its study is an important component of the history of fortification in
Ukraine and Europe as a whole.

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POLICY OF THE GERMAN OCCUPATION AUTHORITY OF THE CITY OF TARNOPOL
IN THE SPHERE OF EDUCATION

Abstract. The aim of the article is to identify the features of the implementation of the educational policy
of the Nazi occupation regime at the local level, in particular, an analysis of the functioning of educational
institutions, the content of curricula, personnel policy and ideological control under military occupation. The
impact of the occupation regime on the accessibility of education for the local population, as well as forms of
educational resistance and initiatives of the Ukrainian community to preserve national identity and cultural
and educational traditions are considered. The methodological basis of the study is made up of general sci-
entific methods (analysis, synthesis, generalization), special historical methods (historical-genetic, histori-
cal-comparative, problem-chronological), as well as the principles of historicism and objectivity. The source
basis is made up of documents from archival funds, materials from the periodical press of the occupation
period, eyewitness memoirs, as well as modern historiography of the problem. The scientific novelty of the
article lies in the focus on the regional (urban) dimension of the German occupation policy in the educational
sphere, which makes it possible to specify and supplement the general ideas about the functioning of the edu-
cation system in Western Ukrainian lands during the war. For the first time, based on archival documents,
information has been systematized on the state of educational institutions in Tarnopol, the features of the edu-
cational process, the level of censorship, prohibitions on the Ukrainian language and culture, as well as on the
measures taken by the Ukrainian intelligentsia to preserve elements of national education. The conclusions
state that the educational policy of the German administration in Tarnopol was repressive in nature, was sub-
ordinated to the general goal - the formation of a submissive population, deprived of deeper knowledge and
national consciousness. Despite this, the Ukrainian community tried to adapt to the new conditions, maintain
the educational network at least at the initial level and implement educational initiatives in semi-legal or
underground forms.
